Sir—One sometimes hears the
objection raised that Catholic
Jectures and kindred methods of
bringing the faith before the peo-
ple do more harm than good, by
reason of the flood of lying and
unsavoury opposition they evoke
in the shape of so-called *‘reply”
Jectures. To those inclined to
this view the following incident
which has lately come within
my own knowledge, may be
some consolation: A course of
Catholic lectures in a certain
district was followed by the
usual incursion of Protestant
champions of the most approved
and up-to-date type. “Hideous
revelations,”  “instruments of
torture,” and the whole Protest-
ant chamber of horrors thrilled
the neighbourhood and made
even some Catholics sadly shake
their heads.

He
was instructed and duly received
into the Church. Highly elated,
the organizers of the Catholic
lectures eagerly inquired of the
new convert to what he attri-
buted his conversion. To their
surprise the reply they received
was that the happy event was
due to the effect upon him of the
Protestant lectures.
