to the Union and further will inform the Union of the details of
any such agreement, when concluded.

ARTICLE XV
Liaison

1. The United Nations and the Union agree to the foregoing
provisions in the belief that they will contribute to the maintenance
of effective liaison between the two organizations. They affirm
their intention of taking whatever measures may be necessary
to this end.

2. The liaison arrangements provided for in this agreement
shall apply, as far as appropriate, to the relations between the
Union and the United Nations, including its branch and region?
offices.

ARTICLE XVI

United Nations Telecommunication Services

1. The Union recognizes that it is important that the Uniteg
Nations shall benefit by the same rights as the Members of th
Union for operating telecommunication services.

2. The United Nations undertakes to operate the teleco™
munication services under its control in accordance with t
terms of the International Telecommunication Convention aP
the regulations annexed thereto.

3. The precise arrangements for implementing this articl®
shall be dealt with separately.

ARTICLE XVII

Implementation of Agreement
