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to the Union and further will informn the Union of the details
any such agreement, when concluded.

ARTICLE XV

Liaison

1. The UJnited Nations and the Union agree to the foregoi.
provisions in the beJief that they will contribute to the maintelazi
of effective liaison between the two organizations. They affir
their intention of taking whatever measures may be necessa
to this end.

2. The liaison arrangements provided for in this agreelfleshall apply, as far as appropriate, to the relations between tJ
Union and the United Nations, inceluding its brandi and regiofl
offices.

ARTICLE XVI

United Nations Telecommunication Services

1. The Union recognizes that it is important that the IJnJU'
Nations shall benefit by the same rights as the Members of tl
Union for operating telecommunication services.

2. The United Nations undertakes to operate the teleeoi
mnunication services under its control in accordance with ti
terms of the International Telecoinmunication Convention le
the regulations annexed thereto.

3. The precise arrangements for implementing this artie'
shail be deaît with separately.
