If ýtheireasons for their di8placemEhave ceased to exist, they should be repatriated as soon as possible in accordaiwith article 2, paragraph 1 (a) of this Constitution, anxd subject to the provisiof paragraph (c), sub-paragraphs (à) and (iii) of the General Assembly resolutiof 12 February 1946 regarding the problem of refugees (Annex III).

SEcTION C-O NDITIONS UNDER WHICH "REFUGEES" and "DiSPLACED
PRONS" WILL BECOME THE] GONCERN OF THE ORGANIZATION'

1. In the case of ail the above categories except those mentioned in sectionparagraphs 1 (b) and 3 of this Annex, persons will become the concern of tOrganization in the sense of the resolution adopted by the Economic and SociCouneil on 16 February 1946 if they can be repatriated, and the help of t]Organization is required in order to provide for their repatriation, or if they ha'definitely, in compicte freedom and after receiving full knowleçlge of the faciincluding adequate information from the Governments of their countries
nation.ality or former habituai residence, expressed valid objections tQ returnil
to those countries.

(a) The following shall be considered as valid objections:
(i) persecution, or fear, based on reasonable grounds of pers,

cution because of race, religion, nationality or political opiniQilprovided these opinions are not in conflict with the principles of tlhUnited Nations, as laid down in the Preamble of the Charter of tl'
United Nations;

(i) objections of a political nature judged by the Organizaito be "valid", as conteniplated in paragraph 8 (a)' of the report (the Third Committee of the General Assembly as adopted by tl
Assembly on 12 February 1946.

(Ili) in the~ case of persons falling wihin the cateory mntn"in section A, paragraphs 1 (a) and 1 (c) compelling famhly esl
arising out of previous persecution, or, compeiling reasons of infi1t
or illness.

(b) The following shall normally bc considered "adequate informo.til"information regardhng conditions in the countries of nationality Of hrefugees and displaced persons concerned, communicated Vo them. dirtIby representatives of the Governinents of these countries, who hllbgiven every facility for vhsiting camps and assembly centres of refuge
displaced persc>ns in order to place 8uch information before themn.
