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LETTER DATED 16 JUNE 1987 FROM THE PERMANENT REPRESENTATIVES OF ARGENTINA,

INDIA, MEXICO AND SWEDEN ADDRESSED TO THE PRESIDENT OF THE CONFERENCE ON

DISARMAMENT TRANSMITTING THE TEXT OF A JOINT STATEMENT MADE BY THE FIVE

HEADS OF STATE OR GOVERNMENT OF ARGENTINA, GREECE, INDIA, MEXICO, SWEDEN
AND THE FIRST PRESIDENT OF TANZANIA ON 22 MAY 1987

As we are sure you are aware, the five Heads of State or Government of
Argentina, Greece, India, Mexico and Sweden and the First President of
Tanzania issued a Joint Statement on 22 May 1987, the third anniversary of the
appeal they issued in 1984, not to jeopardize the opportunity to start a
process of nuclear disarmament. In this statement they urged the leaders of
the Soviet Union and the United States to conduct their current negotiations
on intermediate nuclear forces with a view to bringing them to a successful

conclusion during 1987.

We would appreciate that the text of this Joint Statement be reproduced
and distributed as a document of the Conference on Disarmament.
