When alecholic beverages, tobacco, food ete. are included in your eﬁects it Is incumberit on you 1o
ascertain what restrictions, if any, apply in the country of origin and the country of destination, in addition
o resolving personally all insurancs, ‘regulatory-and permit requirements involved in the shipment of such
‘articles.

Tha cansequences of including prnhub:ted or rastricted items in your shtpment are broad. At hest, you
could find that your insurance wiill not. compénsate you for any damage to the remainder of your shipment
caused by the inclusion of prohibited iterns.

3.3 Incidental Relocation Expenses

You will normally incur some Exp&nsas that are directly attnbl.n:ahle to your relocation, but are not
covered under other sedtions of the Directives. F50 15.31 pravides the authority to reimburse some of
these costs, in the form aof an arlawance,

Effective June T, 1993, employess are entitled to-a non-accountable allowance of $1,817 per
relgcation, for whigh recéipts are not required. This is a departure from the previous system whlch reguired
full accounting. of expenditures and sometimes led to disputes as to what was claimable. In addition,. you
may ¢laim up to $506 for car rental expensas outside Canada, whars a PMV has been shippéd. Car rental
expenses arg not clairmable in Canada Yol may - also claim up to $100 for professionial cleaning of your -
residence after your effects have been loaded.

3.4  Disposal of Rented Accommodation — FSD 15.27

You. should not take any steps to dispose of your accommodation uatil you have received your Posgting
Confirmation farm showing that-you have passed your medical examination.

If you .are lantlng ‘accommodation in Canada or occupying privately leased accommodstion at the
TV SSIgN, p-enaltg.r chargés for cancelling the lease due to your relocation are reimbursabile under FSD 156.27
