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and for charter services, their development is intricately linked. Their philosophical

premise has moved from highly regulated toward more liberal regimes of control.

In 1964, government policy attempted to promote growth in the industry without

competition. Internationaily, Canadian carrier services would flot be "competitive or

conflictual" and were intended to represent an integrated plan with a clear division of

fields of operations. At the same time new domestic services would be managed so that

mainline "competition would flot compromise or seriously injure TCA operations" and

there would be a rote created for regional carriers which could operate without

govemnment subsidy.
