Bonn authorities, which do not represent the whole of Geri
and hence are not entitled to act on its behaif, is illegal.

The right to sign the Buenos Aires Convention should al
accorded to the representatives of the Gerinan Democratie 1
blie, which is a party to the Atlantic City Convention at
Member of the I.T.U.
