Deiiton

As used in tdûi Statute:

(1) The term "specia fissionable niaterial" incmns plutonium-239; uranium-233;
uranium cnriched in the isotopes 235 or 233; any niaterial containing <ne or
more of the foregoîng; aid such other fissionable material as the. Board of
Governors "h fron dim to lime determie but the terni «special fimsonable
material" does noît înclude source material.

(2) Tlic terni «uranium enriched in tie isotopes 235 or 233" nicans uranium
containing tie isotopes 235 or 233 both i an amount such tiat dhe abundance
ratio of the sont of these isotopes to tie isotope 238 îs greate dim thc ratio of
thc isotope 235 to, the isotope 238 occurring i nature.

(3) The terni *source material" means uranium containing thie mixture of isotopes
occurring i nature; uranium depleted i the isotope 235; thorium; any of Uic
foregoing i lie formn of metal, alloy, ciemical compound, or concentrale; any
otier material conlainîng one or more of the foregoing i such concentration as
Uic Board of Governors shall froin ie to time determine; and such other
niaterials as lie Board of Governors shall from dm to ie delermnihe.
