
PROTOCOL OF 1996 TO AMEND THE CONVENTION
ON LIMITATION OF LABILITY
FOR MARITIME CLAIMS, 1976

THE PARTIES TO THE PRESENT PROTOCOL,

CONSIDERING that it is desirable to amend the Convention on
Limitation of Liability for Maritime Claims, done at London on
19 November 1976, to provide for enhanced compensation and to establish a
simplified procedure for updating the limitation amounts,

HAVE AGREED as follows:

Article 1

For the purposes of this Protocol:

1. "Convention" means the Convention on Limitation of Liability for
Maritime Claims, 1976.

2. "Organization" means the International Maritime Organization.

3. "Secretary-General" means the Secretary-General of the Organization.

Article 2

Article 3, subparagraph (a) of the Convention is replaced by the following
teit:

(a) claims for salvage, including, if applicable, any claim for
special compensation under article 14 of the International
Convention on Salvage 1989, as amended, or contribution in
general average;
