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The Secretary of Stote for External Affairs, the Honourable Howard
Green, has announced that, through an Exchangs of Notes vhich took place in
Santizgo on October 4, the Governnents of Canada and Chile entered into en
Agreenent between the two countries which will allow the amateur radio stations
of Canada and Chile to exchange nessages or other commmnications from or to
third parties subject to the conditions set down in the Exchange of Notes,
These conditions cre that the amateur stations are not paid eny direct or '
indirect compensction and that messages shall be of a technical or personal
ncture, where recourse to the public telecomrunicaticns service is not
justified,

Canadian radio anateurs are at present authorized to communicate-with
redio amateurs throughout the world in compliance with the Internaticnal Radio
Regulctions of the Internaticnal Telecommnicctions Union and with the Radio
Act and Regulations of Cancdc, provided that cormmunications are made in plain
language end linited t6 nessages of o technical nature, Radio amateurs
generally are not pernitted to use their stations for communications on behalf
of third parties, Houwever, the International Radio Regulations recognize that
countries may conclude special agreenents to permit amateurs of the countries
concerned to exchange third party commmications, This will be the sixth
agreenent of this type to vhich Caneda is signatory, the others being with the
United States of fnerica, Venezuela, Costa Rica, Honduras and Hexico. The
Canadian Governnent is at present negoticting similar agreements with a nunber
of other countries,

The conclusion of this agreement was merked by an exchange of greétings
betuecen the Chilean MMinister of Economy, Reconstruction and Developnent, br.
Luis Escobar, and the Canadian Minister of Trade and Comnerce, the Honourable
George Hees. The messeges of grecting uere exchanged through amateur radio
stations in Santicgo and Ottave, Ifr, Hees spoke through the facilities of

station VE3BGJ, operated by lir, D,V, Carroll of Ottzua,
