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wish to raise with the House. That co-operation is
continuing at the moment and we may be able to
complete tlie matter this afternoon. I would ask tliat I be
able to defer raising this point of privilege until we have
a chance to see if the government lias been able to
complete its work.

member may want to raise it again witli me.
