Balfour's Tribute to Allies.

The formdl toast to the King and
royal family having been proposed, ex-
premier Arthur J. Balfour proposed
“The Allies.” He emphasized that the

“Japan,” continued Mr. Balfour, “had
made one of the most dramatic ans-
wers, by the capture of Tsingtau, to
the most insolenit message ever sent
by one sovereign to another—that
which seventeen years ago compelled
Japan to' give up Pott Arthur which
she had taken from the Chinese.”

The ex-premier spoke in - glowing
terms of the gallantry of the Russiam
army, the powers of organization dis-
played by Grand Duke Nicholas and
the remorseless . Speed with which
Russia had carried out her movement.
Here one success -after another "had
been looked for and as for the west
the memory -of the days when the
French and British fought side by
side against the enemy of civilization
would never be forgotten.

To-Right Belgium's Wrongs.
Mr. Balfour also spoke of Servia
which was prepared to give up every-
thing short of national existence to
keep 'peace, and Belgium, whose his-
tory was even more tragic. Belgium
had been overrun by the Germans for
no cause except expediency -of war.
Cynicism could go ne further in poli-
i tics and he denounced “the reckless and
.brutal militarism inflicted upon a civil
population.”

Belgium, he declared, would be re-
stored to all, and more, of her ancient
prospertiy by the allies who were bound
together by the pursuit of one great
cbjsct, and there was no danger of
disagreemcent, for mo mean or petty
motive actuated any of them.
