Further Regulations respecting the Examination for Teachers’

Certificates, and supplementary to the Regulations approved b
Order in Council, 26th April, 1876. PP v

1. Each Candidate who presents himself for examination shall
satisfy the Presiding Examiner as to his personal identity before
the commencement of the second- day’s examination, and the Pre-
siding Examiner shall, with his report and return of the questions
and answers to this Department, also certify that he has been satis-

fied a8 to the personal identity of each Candidate upon proper
grounds.

2. Each Candidate is required to conduct himself in strict accord-
ance with the regulations,and should he receive any aid, or extra-
neous assistance of any kind in answering the examination questions,
he will be h_able not only to the loss of the whole examination, but
to the forfeiture or withdrawal of his certificate at any time after-

ward when the discovery is made of such aid or assistance having
been given or maintained.
