Stoiflet i^^Iicolas) was the son of a railler and a Vendean CRoyalist)

General ; fought under d'Elb(5e, and was shot by the Ropublicans

in 170G.

Soult (Nicolas Jean-df-Dieu), Duko of Dalmatia and Marshal of

France ; fought at Kaisorlauteru, at F lonrus, in Switzcrland, in

Italy, at Austorlitz, at Jena, in Poland, in Spain, in i'ortugal,

and at Waterloo ; ho dicd in 1852.

Suifren (Saint-Tropoz, Bailli de), ono of the grcatcst Fronch seamen,

born in 172^; servod under Admirai d'Estaing; eniigratod aftor

1789.

Sully (iMaximilien de j36thune, Duke of), a cclobrated French states-

raau aud Minister uf Henry IV. ; died iu 1641.

Tacite; Gains Cornélius Tacitus, tho colobrated Eoman historian,

born about A.D. 64.

Tallien (Jean Lambert) was at first an extrême Republîoan ; one of

the promoters of the Septtiinber Massacres and upholdi'r of Marat,

but '"' %me more moderate after his marriago with Madame do

Fc 3uay (which see) ; had tho courage to accuse Eobespierre,

and caused his ruin ; went to Egypt with Bonaparte ; was takeu

prisonerby the English, and died in 1820.

Tallien (Madame) ; see Madame de Fontenay.

Théroigne de Méricourt was born in Belgium of obscure parents ;

fiho came to Taris, and led there a dissolute life; duriug tho

Eevolution she went about drossed and anned as an Amazone,
much applauded by tho mob ; once, however, iu the Tuilleries

Gardens she was whipped publicly ; she died in a madhouse ia

1817.

Thionville (German, Diedenhofen), a town in Elsass-Lothringen, on
the Moselle, N. of Metz.

Toulon, a French town and scaport on the Mediterranean, dep. Var ;

was given up to tho English by the Eoyalists ; taken by tho

Republicans December 18, 1793, during a mémorable siège, iu

which Bonaparte greatly distinguished himself.

Toulouse, cap. dep. Haute-Garonne, France, on tho river Garonne.

Travot (the Baron Jean-Pierre), a Eep^blican General ; served under

Hoche in Vendée in 179G; made the Vendean chief Cliarette

prisoner at La Ghabottiëre ; died in 1836.

Truguet (Jean François), a French Admirai ; fought under d'Estaing

aud de Grasse ; arranged with the General Hoche an expédition

against Ireland; served in the Dutch Navy ; died iu 1839.

"Ukerath or XJckerath, a small locality in Ehenîsh Prussia, Govern-

ment of Cologne (Kbln).

Valenciennes, a fortified city, dep. Nord, France, on the Schcldt

(Escaut) ; taken by the Englisii and Austrians after a bicge of six

weeks ; returned to France in 1818.
