The Retiring Registrar

Is Dean of Journalists

Mr. Lindsay Was Appointed to
the Office 38 Years Ago.-His
Attainments in Literary Line.

“The Nestor of Canadian Journal-”
ism” ‘is 't!!e title applied to Charlss
Lindsey, the late registrar of the west-

ern division of Toronto by Prof. Gold-
win Smith. o

For 38 years he has discharged the
position from which he has just ‘e-
tired. Prior to that time he was known
as the best leading editorial writer in
Canada. ~His touch on Canadian poli-
ticse was magnificent. Every question
before the different houses was under
his finger. His articles, brilliant and
magnificent, as literature were of a
strong, forceful character, In his po-
sition as editor-in-chief of The Toronto
Leader, the leading organ of the Con-
servative party in Western Canada, l-e
wielded an influence that could not be
denjed. ¢

He came to this country in 1842 at
the age of twenty-two jyears, Up till
that time he occupied a position on
the editorial staff of one of the coun-
try papers of England. On his arrival
he was appointed editor of The Ex-
aminer, then published in Toronto. On
its amalgamation in 1852 with The

editor. In recognotion of his work in
that position Sandfield Macdonald,then
the head of the local legislature in 1867,
apointed him to the highest position
in the gift of the legislature, that of
registrar of the City of Toronto. The
fee 'sderived from it were very con-
siderable, no maximum being attached
to them.
Fees Were Curtailed.

In 1890 the Liberal government, then
in power, divided the city and gave
the registrarship of the eastern half to
Peter Ryan. ¢ ol

Alwdys a journalist he continued his
writing after his accession to office,
and some of the most noted works
have come out within the last ten
years.
