Three Steamers Lost, Involving De-
struction of Ships and Cargoes
to the Value of $120,000.

San Francisco, July 18.—It was reported
at St. Michael om July 7, when the St

. Paul sailed for this e¢ity, that the Come-

maugh from Seattle was overtaken In the
Behring Sea by a hurricane and her tow,
a cTiver steamer, laden with steers, was
lost. Steamer amnd cargo were valued at
$40,000. Twd barges towed by the Alaska
Comuercial Company's steamer Portland
were lost in the same storm. They cost
about $20,000. A similar fate overtook a
new river boat, towed by the National
City. The loss in the last case was $50,000,
Ouly four river steamers had come doyn
the Yukom uat the date of the St. Paul's
departure. The May West left Dawson
June 19, and arrived at St. Michael July 3,
with 225 passengers. The steamer Hamil-
ton left Dawson June 24, and the B. B.
Weare June 25, both arriving at St
Michael July 5, the Hamllton being In tow
of the Weare, baving broken her chains
coming down the river. The Hamilton had
109 passengers, and the Weare about 15.
The Yukon is unusually low this season,
@nd boats that are already at St. Michael
have slight chances of reaching Dawson.
When the Bella came down she passed
three steamers stuck in the mud at Fort
Yukon. ‘The water in the river is not
deeper than three feet in many places.

WAR TAX IN NEW YORK.

A Ruling Which is of Importance
to Revenue Collectors.

New York, July 18.—A ruling of import-
ance to members of the Stock Exchange
was to-day received by Internal Revenue
Collector 'Treat from Commissioner Scott,
st Washington. It Is to the effect that the
power of attorney.on every certificate of
transfer of stoek must have a 25-cent stamp
affixed in addition to the regular trans‘er
tax of $2 per 100 shares.

The opinion, works havoe with the idea
which has prevailed in the exchange that
the law contemplaied only one tax on oue
transaction. 7The certificates of transfer
are usualy for 100 shares at a time, anl
the ruling means that the tax oun every
euch transfer will be $2.25 instead of $2.
The cost to a speculator for every 100
shares he sells will therefore be, for com-
mission and taxes, $14.75.
