TELEGRAPH LINE TO DAWSON.

Early Setting-In of Cold Weather
,Has Compelled a Cessation of
{ Work When Nearly Completed.
Asheroft, B.C., Oct. 26,—Mr. J. B. Charle-
son, superintendent of Yukon telegraph
construction, reached here to-day from
Quesnelle. On his arrival Mr. Charleson
found a report from Mr. J. Y. Rochester,
who has charge of the work of construction

south from Telegraph Creek. Mr. Rochester
states that the line is complete to a point
approximately 167 miles northwest of Haz-
elton, and that, owing to deep snow, severa
weather and the daily loss of animals, he
is compelled to suspend further work on
the line this winter, The line is complete
from the south to & point 157 miles north-
west of Hazelton, so that, allowing for the
unexplored and unsurveyed country thru
which the line passes, a distance of not
more than 15 or 20 miles separate the two
ends. Mr, Rochester could only continue
the work at imminent risk to the lives of
his party, and, much as he regrets abandon-
ing the work, with the completion almost
within reach, he deemed it prudent to take
no risks, but to return to Telegraph Creek
while he had ‘the chance. Arrangements
may be made to bridge the gap with In-
dian runners, but nothing definite can he
said on this point by Mr. Charleson, until he
has conferred with Mr. Rochester, who is
on his way out.
