Several
hundred registered at the committee
rooms, but thousands weat direct to
the homes of friends.

INGREASE OF PROTEGIION
FOR IRON, STEEL AND LEAD

Government Will Bring in Resolutions
Aanouncing lts Policy on /
Friday Next.

Ottawa, July 1.—(Special.)—It is un-
derstood that the government will an-
nounge its policy in the matter of aid
of the iron and steel duties not later
than Friday next. Two separate reso-
iutions will be offered to the House,
one affording protection to iron andl
steel and the other to silver lead. At
present the encouragement given these ‘
industries is in the nature of a slidiag
scale, For 1303 the bounty on steel
would, following out existing regul:v':
tions, be 75 per cent. of the bonus con- !
ferred on the industry snce 1899. Re- |
fined lead has had a bonus of $5 per |
ton since 1901, with the exception of
the past year, when it fell to $4 a ton.
It is subject to a further reduction of
a dollar a ton, The Rounty acts will
be réconstructed. Refined lead will be'
givén a bounty of $100 a ton. The in
creased bounty to be given the iron and |
steel companies wil make their rev-
enue from this source $1,225,000 a yéar,
This is a jump from $347,436, the!
