An interesting visitor at the show 
was A. M. Mullett, a, farmer, all the 
way from Narrow Lake, Sask. Mr. 
Mullett made an Important suggestion 
for manufacturers of motor trucks. He 
Is anxious that these manufacturers j J 
should build a motor truck specially 
for the purpose of carrying wheat from 
the farm to the railroads after harvest.
It should be a special type of vehicle, 
with capacity of about 200 bushels of 
wheat, constructed so as to tilt up 
when unloading. Mr. Mullett says that 
horses cost *200 each In the w<st and 
all the horses available are very 
needed at harvest time for other work. 
He made the statement that many 
thousands of farmers In the west could 
afford to buy motor trucks, and it 
would tend largely to solve the problem 
of transportation of the wheat at the 
critical time In the west.
