An
audience representing all classes of citl-
gens filled the big hall from platform to
doors and from pit to top gallery and the
enthusiastic applause that greeted the
speakers showed how determined those
present were that Toronto should no longer
be deprived of a reasonable means of tran-
git on Sunday. A large number of ladies

graced the first gallery and joined heartily
in the enthusiasm of the meeting. This

grand gathering was certn{nly indicative of
a sweeping victory for Sunday cars to-mor-

Some Strony Arguments.

R. 8. Neville was the first speaker. He
understood that the opponents of Sunday
cars now admitted that a Sunday, service
would benefit the city from a commercial
and material standpaint., As for the moral
and religious Issue, he thought the city
would be benefited in this direction also
by the introduction of Sunday cars. [Ap-
plause.] hbatarianism was the genius
of the codé of pre-Christian times, ‘and the
disciples were accused of breaking the Sab-
bath when they plucked corn on that day.
ByChrist's answer to the Pharisees we were
taught that it was lawful to do good on
the Sabbath, but not evil. [Appliuser]
No seusible. man could desire the 1foral in-
fluence of the Church to be weakened. One
of the great 1uesﬂons in the issue was, Will
Sunday cars Increase or decrease Sunday la-
bor? It was true that a Sunday_service
would necessitate 600 men working on that
day, hut the speaker proceeded to show
that double that number would be relieved
of labor on the Sabbath day, If the cars
were introduced, mostly. hack drivers,
coachmen, grooms and men who worked
about horses, of whom it was estimated that
there were 2000 in Toronto.” The spirit of
Christianity, he contended, would be better
observed with Sunday cars than without
them. [Applause.] It was a positive duty
to provide Sunday cars to save labor.
g()hm-r.s.] The speaker Instanced the care-
akers as a class who suffered frog lack
of Sunday transit. They were lmprisoned
in the tops of large buildings and could not
get out to the fresh alr of the country, or
vigit friends in any part of the city. One
caretaker, who could il afford to hire a
hack, had to do so to take_his children to
he cemetery to sce thefr thother's grave,
'he Sabbath was observed in Hamilton,
Roston and Philadelphia, just as.well as
in Toronto. [Applause.] The people were
educated to ride on the cars on week days
and were denied the right on Sunday. Of
course, the wealthy could ride in their car-

riages, but there was a blg middle class
who could only get to church by walking.
He thought the churches would be better
attended if the cars ran on Sunday, and
there would be no necessity to build more
churches In the suburbs,

. A Labor Man’s Views.

G. T. Beales, a prominent advocate of the
labog cause, was the next speaker. He
was fully convinced that Sunday cars were
in the Interests of the worklngm%). Even
the opponents of the cars admiftegd that
they must come some time. Why not now,
und put an end to bitter campaigns like the
present? [Applause.] It was said that the
Toronto Railway Company would not treat
their men fairly, but he knew, as a mem-
ber of the Buillders’ and Laborers’ Union,
that this company had taken men from Tor-
onto to Montreal, Winnipeg and other places
and paid them union wages and their rail-
way fares there and back. [Applause.] Mr.
Beales referred to the remark attributed to
Itev. C. . Johnston that he thanked God
there were Christian employers in Toronto
who would do away with the Saturday half
holiday if Sunday cars carried. Mr, John-
ston, who was sitting in the gallery, denled
that he had made this statement, and his
denial was accepted with applause. The ar-
gument that Sunday cars would lead to
dissipation was as fdlse as the argument
once advanced that shorter hours for work-
fugmen would lead to dissipation. [Ap-
plause.] The whole tendency of modern
times was to shorten the hours of labor, and
distribute the work among more men. Sun-
day cars would certainly provide more work
and distribute it among more men. [Ap-

plause.} > \
Koows Whereof Tie Speaks,

Rev. Oscar B. Hawes, who for many
years resided in Bostofi and who has travel-

ed in many lands, was greefed with loud be

and long applause. He referred to the
splendid street car service in Toronto dur-
lug the week, whicl;, he said, was one of
the best he had ever seen. He was great-
ly surprised to find that the cars were
not allowed to run on Sunday. In nearly
all the: American citles there was a Sunday
car scrvice,which was helping the citizens
to use the Sabbath in such a way as to
satisfy their highest aspirations, and was
helping the higher and better life of these
communities.  The best men in Boston
used the Sunday cars to help them earry
on thelr good work. [Applause.] Even
ihe wealthy men used them, rather than
hire a separate conveyance, for their own
use. Boston was once the centre of Purit-
anism, but it bad risen from the narrow-
ness and asceticism of the past Into the
higher and better life of to-day. [Cheers.]

He was surprised at so many clergymen

opposing SBunday cars. Instead of restrict-

ing men's liberties they, should teach the

people to use all proper means to elevate

themselves, expand their life and become

better men In every respect. [Applanse.]
R Different in Toronto.

The leaders of the clergy in Boston were
the very men who started the agitation
for Bunday cars in that city. "They were
u benefit to the moral and religlous welfare
of the city. Jesus, Himself, had set at
naunght the laws of the Pharisees In refer-
ence to Sabbath observance. No honest,
nccessary work on the Sabbath could be
immoral. [Applause,] Jesus spent the Sab-
bath going about doing good. Rest did not
mean dolng nothing, but meant satisfying
life In Its highest aspects and recreating
oneself, There was no rest In God's life
and If work on the Sabbath was necessary

IF PROHIBITION  CARRIES.

Hotel Men's Delegates.

Solleitor Maverson Argued the Case for tho
Licensed Victuallers Assopfation Be-
fore Mr. Lourier and Sir Richard Cart-
weight — Prohibition Would Menn
u}‘oo.m Taken From the Revenue—
Thaat Would Have to Ie Ratscd and the
Premier Sces Many Difiiculties in the
Way.

Ottawa, May ° 13.—(Special.)—The
Premier and Sir Richard Cartwright
received an influential deputation, repre-
senting the brewing and licensed vie-
tualer trades. Summed -up in the end
their requests were as follows:

TThat the. plebiscite vote be taken on
the Dominion lists, but no man be al-
lowed to vote in two places.

That it shall be made known to the
people exactly what the consequence of
the vote should be, that the people
should know how the revenue should he
made up. If by direct taxation the peo-
ple shall vote on that understanding.

That the Government should say
whether compensation would be part of
the program, and the people should know
before they vote.

“That a majority of the total
should be cast for prohibition. .

That no province should have prchi-
bitiom unless that province should con-

sents |

Haverson, E. Dickey, E. Sullivan and
J. G. Gibson, Toronto; F. X. St
Jacgques, H. F. Brading, M. Quinn, Ot-
tawa; Harry Maxey and .T. Crooks,
Hamilton; F. J. Collins, Dundas; John
Coffee, Barrie; E. L. Ethier, A. Poitrax,

Lemoine, Pembroke.

Haverson's Argument.

Mr. Haverson, who was the chief

kesman, stated that he ‘represented
the Ontario Licensed Vjctuallers’ Asso-
ciation, with -a membersuip «of 10,000,
and also the associntions “in Quebee,
Manitoba and other provinces, 'The
busitess in which he was engaged had
come much intereted in the proposed
plebiscite, and they believed it was ne-
cessary to have their views expressod
before the vote was submitted to ' the
p_(\opk‘. He , wished to draw the atten-
tion of the Government to the fact that
one-fourth of the' revenue derived in
the Dominion was from ilie sale of
liguor. The question of living was also
seriously interfered with. The minority
would, he said, be controlled "agninst
Ithmr will b_y the majority.. Should any
{of the provinces in the Dominion vote
| against the law, and it ecarried in the
Dominion, then the province would be
coerced into submission. The associa
tion was not there to argue against the
plebiscite. Tt was a pledge given hy
the Government, and he had no doubt
ﬂ‘m plebiscite would be taken by the
Government. They advanced no reason
why it should not he taken, but they did
dosi'ro that great care should be exerecis-
ed in the taking of it. There was no
country where anything eimilar had
been done,

European Plebiseites.

The French plebiscite was not simi-
lar, and the only thing that came near
the proposed plebiscite was the Swiss re-
ferendum, but even it was entirely differ-
ent, This was a measure that had been
pagsed by the House, then  discussed
and afterwards submitted to the people
for their approval. The people there ha.l
the veto power. That referendum was
the exact opposite of -the proposed ple-
biscite in Canada. It had been before
tho_world for many years, and no other
nation had ever adopted it. It evidently
hnd_ not been considered i gonl mcasnyo,
S\\'xt.zorlnnd itself was the smallest of
lhp independent states in Europe. It
n:uzht work well in a small state in
Europe, b_nt it would he entirely un-
workable in a country like England or
Canada.  Attempts somewhat similar
had heen made in Ontario, but had been
a failure.

It was of no valie,
Members of the Liberal party stated
so in the Legislature of Ontario, It
had been taken advantage of by poli-
ticians, and he would not say hut that
some such thing might be done even
in Dominion politiecs., The question at
any rate was considerably mixed up
with politics.

Much of the revenue was derived from
the liquor traffie. In the Dominion
$£8,000,000 revenue would be cut off.
The municipalities and provinces - wotld
also lose much, The enforcement of
yrohibition was an fmportant matter.
There was no country in -the world
where there was less chance of enforc-
ing it than in Canadg, Lying thousands
of miles along the border of the United
States, liquors were certain to be smng-
gled into.Canada, The Dominion ‘al-
ready has lost annually in Quebec a
large sum of money by un illegal traf-
fie. “How shall the reyenue be made
up?’ That was the question that must
be answered, There were two Wways:
1st, by raising the tariff; and, 2nd, by
a direct tax of two dollars each upon
every man, woman and child in Canada.
He believed that the party in power
were notwilling to raise the tariff, and
the -dircet"tax must then be adopted.

The Compensation Question.

Those engaged in the business had
also to be considered.. 'T'heir entive
capital was invested in their business,
and thousands were depending ~upon
them for a living, If their traffic was
destroyed they must assuredly be com-
pensated. When the slave traflic in
I>ngland was abolished the owners were
compensated, and justly so. Before the
vote would be taken it should be clearly
and definitely known avhat' the result
of the' vote meant, what action the
Governthent would take in the ('\'r(:ut
of the ‘earrying of prohibition. The
property “ef a class of citizens would
be destroyed, the source of one quarter
of the country’s revenue would be cut
off, individual liberty destroyed, as well
as the individual liberty of the pro-
vinee. The association believed that the
prohibitionists should be 'required to
have not only half of the votes cast,
but at least 50 per cent, of the entire
voting strength of the Dominion,

Sir Richard: Can you give us the
actual figures in the Ontario plebiscite?

A Berfous Constderation.

Eight million dollars wiped out at
once was a serious consideration., It
must be met in some way. There were
only the two ways suggested, that of
raising the tariff and that of a direct
tax. The former could not be adopted
by the Government, as the limit of tax-
ation from customs had been reached.
Then the latter must, He believed the
temperance men were willing to pay the
direct tax. They had so stated. A man
who cast his vote and was not prepared
to stand by it was disloyal. The elee-
tors must understand the consequences,
The bill would be framed with great
care at an early day. The question of
compensation. was not wso important,
Good precedents had been quoted, and
the views of the association would he
carefully considered. The question was
one which could be. discnssed, He wnp
not prepared to say what the conclusive
vote should be, whether it should be 2
majority of the whole electorate, or a
majority of the vote cast, but he admit-
ted that the expression of opinion iust
be. unmistakable. If the people ex-
pressed their will the Goverament would
abide by it. The case was embarrassing.
All admitted that the law must be
strongly supported and strietly enforeed.

Jocal Option a Saecess o Quehec.

Local option in his native Provines of
Quebec had proved a success, The
people were well satisfied with it, and
he did not think they would eare to
part with it.. True, it was a diflculty to
think that even if a provinee did pro-
nounce against it they, would have to
suhmit to the will of the great majority.

Sir Richard Cartwright spoke brietly.
He was pleased with all he had hesrd
and admitted that there were great Jif-
ficdlties, but the  Government would
deal with them and endeavor to do their
duty to all classcs.
