Montreal, Sept. 13.—In a dense fog ac­

centuated by thick smoke from the forest 
fires raging on both sides of the lower 
St. Lawrence the steamship Corinthian, 
of the Allan Line, and the steamship Ma­
lin Head, of the Head Line, collided at an 
early hour this morning off Crane Island 
flats, forty miles below Quebec.

The Corinthian left Montreal for Mon- 
don and Havre on Saturday morning with 
75 second and third class passengers. The 
Malin Head was inward bound from Car­
diff wkith a general cargo.

From advices w;hich have reached the 
head offices of the Allan Line here the 
Corinthian after the collision immediate­
ly turned back to Quebec but lost her 
way in the dense fog and finally reached 
her wharf at the ancient capital late 
this afternoon. <

McLean, Kennedy & Company, the lo­
cal agents of the Head Line, state to­
night that the Malin Head was struck 
amidships and her engine room flooded. 
It was necessary to beach the steamer at 
St. Laurent in order to prevent her from 
sinking. The Malin Head carried no pas-

of funds exhibited at all the money cen­
tres, not only of the United States, but 
of the world, is more or less idle trade, 
and to the extent that idle trade influ­
ences adversely the earnings of corpora­
tions it is of course a bad thing for secur­
ities. However, the extent of that influ­
ence on the earnings of particular corpor­
ations can be determined to some extent 
from time to time. During the past week 
or two there has been a marked improve­
ment in the steel and iron trades. The 
United States Steel Corporation is now 
operating 61 per cent, of its plants, and 
new orders are slightly larger than for 
July. The rail mills have received new 
rail orders from several leading railways, 
placing heavy orders for heavy section 
rails for this year’s delivery. The equip­
ment companies have received orders for 
thousands of cars, and the coal trade has 
shown a marked revival due to the in­
crease in business by the manufacturing 
concerns of the country. ;

Halifax) N. S. Sept. 13.—There has 

been an epidemic of deaths by burning 
in Halifax during the past few weeks. 
The fourth stich accident occurred last 
night, when Henrietta Evelyn Garrowsy, 
was burned to death.

Miss Garroway, who was a member 
of the public school staff of Halifax* had 
been reading to her father who is. nearly 
blind. She went to her room to change 
her attire preparatory to going out. T^ie 
match she used to light a lamp she threw 
on the floor. It caught her muslin dress 
and in an instant she was enveloped in 
flames. She cried out and her father 
ran upstairs and did what he could, but 
without avail, and in a few minutes she 
was dead. No one else was in the house 
at the time except the young woman and 
her father.

There was great danger of the house 
taking fire, but men ran in from the 
street and saved the house.

As long aa money continues to- be a 

drug, Wall street will probably work to­
wards higher pricée unless something un­
foreseen and adverse occurs. At the same 
time, prices appear to have reached a 
level from which they react frequently and 
with ease, and the market is beginning to 
assume an over-bought aspect, bpecula­
tors will be inclined to take advantage 
of all bulges to realize profits to be in a 
position to buy back on the reactions, 
as it seems improbable the market will 
have any violent upward movement from 
the present level, but will be more or less 

for some time. Prices of stocks are 
very high, the average 
shares being the highest this year and 
the highest since May, 1907. Some of 
the leading shares are selling at the high­
est figures on record, and it is safe to 
say that the bulk of the losses suffered 
during the panic have been recovered. As 
the shrinkage from the high point in Jan­
uary 1907, to the lowest point in December 
of the same year amounted to about 83,- 
500,000,000, it can be seen to what an 
enormous extent recovery has been made. 
That in the space of ten months security 
values should so fully recover from an 
acute panic is evidence of rapid recuper­
ative abilities, but it strongly suggests 
the necessity of caution, as well as the 
desirability of a period of waiting un­
til the stability of the rise has been fair­
ly tested. Inflationary influences 
tivçly at work, and these are being taken 
full advantage of by the ablest of opera­
tors. These people are still under the 
market, and no one can tell how far they 
pay be able to push the upward move­
ment. There is reason to surmise that 
important financial plans are under way, 
and that the present manipulation is part­
ly for the purpose of floating hew security 
issues. _

It is interesting to note that this aston­
ishing recovery' of stocks has taken place 
during a period of depression in business, 
when railway and industrial profits suffer­
ed heavy losses, and when dividends were 
either reduced, passed, or unearned. The 
disaster in this case found United States 
merchandise markets freer than on former 
occasions from over-production, this alone 
averting the demoralization of business 
which has often delayed recuperation af­
ter upheaval.
