tractive Christmas greeting booklet 
from Brigadier-General H. H. McLean, 
G. O. C., of the New Brunswick troops. 
The booklet contains the names of Gen­
eral McLean, his two sons and his 
brother, all of whom are majors and, 
since the outbreak of the war have taken 
prominent part in the war.

Brigadier-General McLean entered the 
militia of Canada in the year 1867 as a 
bugler and until 1873 served as an non­
commissioned officer. In 1878 he was 
gazetted a lieutenant in the 71st Regi­
ment and the year following moved to 
St. John and was made the adjutant of 
the 62nd Fusiliers, in which regiment 
he took a great deal of pride. He was 
promoted to be captain in 1876, and for 
fifteen years he was major under Lt. 
Colonel Blaine. He was then promot­
ed to be lieutenant-colonel of the regi­
ment and during that time took the Bis*- 
ley team to England, and for twelve 
years was associated with military camp 
life-at Sussex. He has had a wide mili­
tary career and a few years prior to the 
outbreak of the war raised the 28th 
New Brunswick Dragoons, the officers 
of which regiment are practically all 

and have made an excellent 
showing. At the outbreak of war Col­
onel McLean offered his services to hi* 
country and was made the O. C. of tne 
New Brunswick troops and later brig­
adier-general.

Major C. Herbert McLean, brother of 
Brigadier-General McLean, got his first 
baptism of fire with the American forces 
in the Cuban War. On being released 
from the American army he proceeded 
to South Africa, but arrived too late to 
see active service. On his return to 
Canada he took a commission in the 8th 
Hussars and when the 28th New Bruns­
wick Dragoons were authorized he was 
made major of a squadron and later was 
major, second in command.

Major C. W. Weldon McLean, D. S. 
O., the elder of the general’s sons, has 
been soldiering since a boy, and is to­
day only thirty-two years of age. He 
graduated from the Royal Military Col­
lege at Kingston just prior to the out­
break of the South African war and 
when the war broke out he volunteered 
and received a commission and went out 
with the first contingent, after awhile

*100,000 each. A total of $466,875 
subscribed by forty persons.

The meeting was the first step in a 
campaign undertaken by the American 
Jewish Central committee and the Peo­
ple’s Relief commission to realize $10,- 
000,000 for war relief measures in 1917.

The subscriptions came not only from 
New York, but from all parts of the 
country.

Thousands of Jews, who had not been 
supplied with tickets surrounded the hall 
before the doors were opened. Rich and 
poor, old and young, struggled for ad­
mission.
