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PIN BOWLER HERE

Archic Walsh Enjoying a
Vacation at Cedars—Has
Fine Record.

Only a few sport followers in this
city are aware that during the summer
months Archie Walsh, world’s cham-
pion candle pin bowler, has been en-
joying a vacation at his bungalow at
the Cedars on the St. John river.
Archie is a St. John boy, who as a
youth, went to the States and has since
resided there. As a youngster he
showed marked ability toppling over
candle pins and as years went by he
became so proficient that it was not
long beforc he was a prominent figure
in every bowling tournament in the
Eastern States. Eventually he startled
the bowling world by establishing a
record of 175 for a new single string
mark and since that time has Deen
vieing for world honors with Paul
Poeler and others.

He has a style that attracts and
holds the interest of spectators as well
as competitors. Standing well back
from the line he moves gracefully for-
ward -and then with a high sweep of
his arm he sends the ball flashing
down the alley. Just as the ball leaves
his hand he gives the wrist a quick
twist which puts a steady and ‘rapid
whirl on the ball, which in nearly
every case crashes into the pins with
deadly accuracy and scatters them In
all directions. He has an uncanny
faculty for picking up single pins and
also has made such a careful study of
the game that he can tell at a glance
just how and where to play dead
wood.

Acchie’s Record.

In the Boston Arena last April he
won premier honors, capturing the
world’s championship for candle pin
rolling. His total for three strings was
- 889, which was considered exception-
ally good, due to a fact that no par-
ticipant was allowed to practis on the
alleys or throw a ball until they start-
ed their respective matches. In that
same tournament he was the winner in
all single events and was proclaimed
world’s champion for 1924, His total
for nine strings was 1,040.

In the same tournament he was a
member of the Eagle team of Roxbury,
which won the five-man champlonship
with a total of 1,620. Over 2,000 par-
ticipated in the big classic. The prizes
won by Archie consisted of three gold
medals, a large magnificent trophy and
$200 in cash prizes.

In ‘addition Archie has the honor of
holding the highest average ever made
during a season in the Boston Subur-
ban League. It was in 1915 when he
was a member of the Chelsea Square
team that he finished the season with
113. He is also the holder of the
world’s record for ten strings, 1,242,
which was made at Portsmouth, N. H,,
in 1916. He was also a member of the
Chauncey bowling team which won the
championship at the Mechanics’ build-
ing tournament A. C. B. A, held in
1915, and a member of Miah J. Mur-
ray’s team which won the A. C. B. A.
tournament, held :n Washington in
1916.

There is talk of having Archie per-
form on some of the .ocal alleys De-
fore his departure for home and if this
materializes it should prove a feature
atiraction at the opening of the bowl-
ing season. :

PROMISING YOUNG
SWIMMER FOUND

Experts Predict a Bright
Career for George
" Young,

Followers of aquatic sports in Can-
ada as well as practically all of the
critics are almost unanimous in thelr
opinion that in George Young, the 15-
year-old Toronto swimmer, the Do-
minion possesses a star destined to be-
come one of the outstanding long-
distance swimmers of the world, if not
an all-around star of the first magni-
tude. Thus far, Young has specialized
mostly in distance events and despite
his extreme youth for such hardy
tests, has been the foremost swimmer
in Canada this year at distance of a
mile and over. He has captured five
important events in the Dominion this
year, capping his achievements with a
victory in the gap-to-gap race at Mont-
real, one of the leading distance swim-
ming events of the year in Canada.

Young’s victory in the gap-to-gap
swim was scored decisively from a
field of 86 swimmers, including the best
in the Dominion. It was made under
excellent climatic conditions and all
but 11 finished in the test, which cov-
ers a distance of two miles and 80
yards with many perplexing cross-cur-
rents to be overcome.

Young went into the lead almost
from the start and, swimming steadily,
won with plenty to spare. Despite this,
he succeeded in clipping 6 minutes 40
seconds from the best previous time
for the event. The youthful star’s
time was 54 minutes 20 seconds. The
former record of 61 mihutes was made
by Tommy Walker in winning the
event last year.

On the strength of his performances
this year, Canadian experts feel that
by next year he will casily rank as
one of the leading distance swimmers
in the world, and also will show mark-
ed improvement in his work at dis-
tances under a mile, at which he
already has shown remarkable all-
around ability in practice.

THINKS DISPUTED
BALL WAS HIT

Umpire Klem Gives Version
of Play in South End
League.

Willlam Case, popular announcer at
different athletic events in the city,
an old-time ball player and an ardent
fan, was not satisfied with a ruling
given in the St. John the Baptist-
Royals game of last Thursday week,
when these teams played to a 2-2 tie,
and wrote indirectly to Billy Klem,
famous umpire in the National League,
about the niatter. The dispute arose
from a ball off Dalton’s bat which
might have been an infield fly or an in-
fleld hit behind Nelson in the pitching
‘box. The ruling on the ball was in-
fleld fly, but the ruling was not made
until deliberation had been employed
on the matter. - The umpire then called,
“Infield fly, batter out.” Mr. Case
stated that he thoroughly agreed with
the decision, but thought that the
“ymp” should have called out his de-
cision immediately. The letter received
from Klem appears to verify Mr. Case’s
personal opinion. It is, in part, as
follows:—

“In my opinion, according to the let-
ter, it was not an infield fly. That
rule {s supposed to apply to a hit that
can be flelded by an infielder, and,
furthermore, I never saw an infield fly
that could not be reached by an in-
fielder.” He referred to bunt hits to
the infleld by Bigbe of Pittsburg and
Tobin of St. Louis. “It is one of those
puny hits that just go out of the
reach of any of the inflelders, and be-
bcause of these two men being very fast
are beat out and made hits. One paper
last week speaking of Tobin’s batting
average states he bunts for .800 and
hits for .025, his average being .825.
If your case was an infield fly, the um-
pire ‘should immediately called out,
‘Infield fly. Batter out’ The whole
thing, in my opinion, simmers down
to this, Was that ball hit high enough
to be fielded by an infielder? If so,
the batter was out. If it was one of
those “Tobin’ hits that could not be
reached even though it went 12 or 15
feet in the air, it is a hit.”

SAYS FIRPO 13
ENIGMA OF RING

Chances of Victory Over
Wills Depends on
Hefty Right. -

New York, Sept. 6— (Associated
Press)—Luis Angel Firpo, who meets
Harry Wills at Boyle’s Thirty Acres
September 11, remains the enigma of
the prize ring although he is a veteran

of 82 batties during the five years of
his career.

When the giant Argentine enters the
ring to fight Wills for the right to
challenge Jack Dempsey for the heavy-
weight championship of the world,
his course of action will be hidden be-
hind an inscrutable mask. His chances
of victory will rest upon the use he
makes of a tremendous right hand and
powerful body-.

Violating orthodox methods of train-
ing, ignoring ring technique and scorn-
ing scientific boxing, Firpo, once a
stevedore on the docks at Buenos
Aires, employed the elemental equip-
ment of a fighting heart, & rugged
body and a powerful right hand, to
battle his way through waves of
criticism and knock the marvel of
modern  heavyweight champlions—
Dempsey—out of a ring a year ago-

A rugged body motivated by a sin-
gle-track mind, a stubborn will and
fearless courage, earned for Firpo the
name of “Wild Bull of the Pampas”
during his rise to fame which con-
stitutes one of ‘the picturesque ro-
mances of the prize ring. :

Born October 29, 1895, jn Argentipa,
of an Italian ¥ather and & Spanish
mother, Luis grew up as a bootblack,
an odd job man and graduated to the
manly occupation of stevedore. Labor
was irksome—observers claim t?mt
Luis still shirks heavy work - during
his training periods—and in 1917, two
months after he witnessed his first
prize fight, Firpo entered the ring and
was knocked out in the first round by
Angel Rodriguez, now retired.

The setback only angered the fu-
ture Wild Bull who bowled over a score
of amateurs before his first prof;ssional
fight in September, 1919, }w'lth an
American, William Daly. Firpo won
by a knockout in seven round§ and
had added 11 other knockout victims
to his record when he first came to
this country in 1922

Firpo was met by no bands or pub-
lic acclaim when he first arrived l.w.; !
Landing unostentatiously, he trained
in cellars, fought off hunger but never
thought of abandoning the career
which he had chosen. When an open-
ing came he knocked out Sailor Max-
ted, Italian Jack Herman and Joe Mec-
Cann before returning to Argentin.a,
where he won his first big purse in
Jim Tracy, an Australian.

Since ‘that time Firpo thaﬂth})ec)'x in
the public eye. He came to this coun-
try Iejm'ly in)1928 and knocked out Bill
Brennan, Jack McAuliffe and halted
a come-back by Jess willard. Befpx:e
each fight his equipment was .l'ldl-
culed, and it was freely predicted
that Dempsey would easily conquer
the crude workman from Argentina.
But the champion was knoc_ked down
twice and hurled out of the ring before
he beat the Wild Bull to ‘the canvas
for the seventh time, to win by a
knockout in two rounds in the most
spectacular prize fight in history. !

Firpo grew in business sagacity as
he advanced in power. He manages
his own affairs, combs the _country in
barnstorming flurries and his financial
bouts with Tex Rickard and other

romoters have attracted almost as
much attention as his fights in the
nnlf\. the midst of negotlations for &
return match with Dempsey, the “Wwild
Bull” suddenly announced that he was
through with prize fighting; bp-t when
Rickard offered more attractive in-
ducements, he changed his dcision.
In his own country he has been re-
garded as a national ‘hero because of
the attention he attracted to the SO}lth
American continent. He is now im-
plicated with jmmigration authorities
here in a legal battle which has a
woman in the background.

Firpo won 24 of his 82 battles by
knockouts, and seven by decisions.
His knockout by Dempsey was the
only reverse of his professional career.
The coming bout with Wills is con-
sidered by the impatient “wild" Bull”
as a mere preliminary  to *another
championship affair with Dempsey.
