The present King of Belgium, like 

his two predecessors on the throne, lias 
made his chief metropolitan residence at 
the suburban palace of Laeken, which 
has only been a monarchial abode since 
the days of Napoleon I, who purchased 
it for the use of Empress Josephine. He 
frequently lived there himself, with his 
first as well as his second wife, and it 
was beneath its roof that he signed his 
fateful declaration of war against Rus­
sia, which was the beginning of his 
downfall.

The feature of Laeken, in addition to 
tlie Napoleon relics, and the well nigh 
priceless art treasures, is the superb 
garden. For the late King Leopold ,who 
was so terribly matter of fact, so pros- 
aical, and so accustomed to look at 
everything from a business point of 
view, was passionately devoted to flow- 
era, and though close-fisted in other 
matters, was always ready to indulge in 
any extravagance in connection with 
his gardens.

Some seventeen or eighteen years ago 
one of the wings of the palace, which 
is a hugè affair, with the most gorgeous 
conservatories and winter gardens, of 
great height and extent, was destroyed 
by a fire, in which the old governess 
of King Leopold’s youngest daughter, 
Clemehtine, and who had been a second 
mother to her, was burned to death, the 
Princess herself, now the consort of the 
Bonapartist pretender, narrowly escap­
ing with her life.

The extensive grounds and park are 
traversed by a subway, equipped with a 
set of rails, and by means of which the 
late king was able to leave, not only 
the palace, but also his dominions, with­
out attracting any attention. All that he 
had to do was to step into an elevator 
in his private apartments, and to ride 
down into the basement. There he 
would find his private railroad and bag­
gage car in waiting, and as soon as he 
had got on board, the royal special 
drawn by an electric motor would glide 
noiselessly away, through the tunnel, 
under the grounds and park of Laeken, 
to a point some distance away, where 
this private railroad of the monarch 
would join the main line. In this way 
he was able to visit France, Germany, 
and other foreign countries, and ta re­
turn unnoticed by his subjects, by his 
ministers of state, and even by the dig­
nitaries of his palace, when he re­
frained from showing himself, could
