London, Aug. 26—Most of the morning 
newspapers print editorials in which regret 
ia expressed that President Taft signed the 
Panama Canal bill, and they unite in de­
claring that the British government will 
fail in its duty if it omits to insist that 
the matter be referred to the Hague, They 
also agree that the president's memorandum 
does nothing to remove British objections. 

The Standard says:—
“It would indeed be unfortunate if the 

magnificent scheme which is calculated to 
benefit mankind in general, proved to be 
futile and the cause of international bicker­
ing.”

The Morning Post, pointing out that if 
the United States desirea to encourage its 
own shipping, it can do so by decent boun­
ties, says:—

“Experience may yet bring the United 
States to understand that credit is a valu­
able asset, and that even material gain is 
dearly bought when by the loss of the 
world's confidence."

The Daily Express, in an editorial headed 
“Dishonored," declares that the protest of 
the American press has been a splendid 
vindication of the honor of the American 
people, but that the signature will remain 
a blot in the republic's reputation.

“It is lamentable,” the Express says, 
“that Mr. Taft is not strong enough to 
resist the politicians and act in accord 
with the call of national confidence. All 
English «peaking nations must view with 
sorrow the eight of the United States 
dragging its honor mud-bespattered before 
the world.

LABOR TROUBLE AT THE Street
i(Canadian Press)

Belgrade, Servia, Aug. 26—Telegrams re­
ceived here from Seinitza on the south­
ern frontier of Servia say that Turks at­
tacked the town on Saturday and mas­
sacred many of the inhabitants.

The news of the massacre caused great 
excitement in the capital and the newspa­
pers issued special editions containing edi­
torial demands that the Servian govern­
ment protest vigorously to the Porte.

At a mass meeting held 
protest against the butchery speskers vio­
lently denounced the Turkish.

Subsequently 
the palace and to the officers’ club where 
they shouted their demand that war be 
declared against Turkey. Later advices 
received from Sienitza say that the Mus- 
aulman inhabitants of the town opened the 
arme stores and, after seizing weapons, at­
tacked the Christian population. M. Popo- 
vitch, the Servian project of Berane, was 
assassinated in front of the courts of jus­
tice. The Servian populace entered into 
Montenegro and Servia. The refugees tell 
horrible tales of Turkish cruelty.

Peking, Aug. 26—A considerable part of 
Tung Chow, located twelve piles from 
Peking, was looted and burned yesterday 
by great numbers of discontented “old 
style” Chinese troops, who suddenly ap- 
peered in the streets bent on pillage and 
bloodshed. Twelve persons were slain, 
and the town in great part was practically 
destroyed.
