By the passing of the new liquor regula­

tion bylaw the city council on Monday 
night shortened the time during which 
hotel bars, saloons and restaurants may 
sell liquor. Hereafter the closing hour 
will be 11 o’clock on each night except 
Sunday, when the bars must be closed^all 
day. The opening hour will be 7 o’clock 
in the morning. Hotels and restaurants 
may, however, serve on Sundays liquor 
with meals to bona fide travellers.

The new measure also provides for the 
closing of bars on Christmas day as well 
as on days fixed for the holding of elec­
tions for mayor or aldermen. It incorpor­
ates the provisions of the recently passed 
new provincial act in so far as they apply 
to municipalities.
