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SEIZED EASTPORT FISH ERMEN

Reports of the Affair Seem to Have
Been U ag a o
the British Cruiser Dream Fias Al-
ways Been Lenient in Similar Cases
in the Past. ;
Eastport, Me., July 20.—The sensation
caused here by the capture of the fishing
boats by the Canadian cruigser Dream
last week seems to be unduly magnified.
As Congressman Boutelle puts it: “The
seven boats seized and carried off to St.
Andrews were those of Americans who
were engaged in fishing on a shoal at
Cochran’s ledge, directly off the town of
Eastport, and only about three-fourths
of a mile distant.”
He also says—or’ his paper does—that
the boundary line goes directly over the
fishing ground where the boats were
seized, and, as it was a foggy day, the
cruiser had no headland ranges to verify
her exact position. That it was foggy is
correct enough, but it does not cover the
whole ground. It i8 unfortunate that
the day was foggy, that the boats were
geized, and it is much more unfortunate
that the boundary line comes So near
the Eastport shore that the boats could
be captured with even a show of right
within less than a mile of their owners’
homes.

ENGLAND AND FRANCE.

Some months ago the GAZETTE re-

__ferred to the fact that the population of

the United Kingdom is now almost as
great as that of France, and we ventured
to predict that before the end of the cen-
tury it would be considerably in advance
of thatof the big European republic.
The completion of the census of the
United Kingdom now makes it possible
t)show with a reasonable degree of
certainty when the population of Great
Britain and Ireland will be equal to that
of Fran The figures for the United
are as follows :—

4,706,162

Scotland... 4,033,103

Isle of Man, Channe
and army, navy and seamen

The increase between 1881 and 1891
was 2,855,435, or at the rate of 285543 a
year.

The population of France in 1886 was
'38,218,903, and the increase in the pre-
vious five years had been 546,855, or at
the rate of 109,371 a year. The surplus
of births over deaths in France -during
these five years was 466,497 or an aver-
age of 93,299 a year, so that about 16,000,
of the annual increase of the population
of France must have been from
immigration. Since then the annual
birth rate of France has declined so
much that the surplus of births over
deaths has fallen to an annual average
of 59,878, 80 that the probable population
of France at the present time should be
about 38,590,000. At the end of the
century the population should be about
39,280,000 while that of the United King-
dom should be40,670,000. The population
of the United Kingdom should be equal
to that of France in the beginning of the
year 1894. Yet in 1801 the population of
France was almost twice as great as that
of the United Kingdom.

SOMETHING ABOUT FOG.

The older inhabitants of 8t. John some
times refer to a tradition that came down
to them from their fathers, that here
about the mouth of the river Saint John
and for a considerable distance out into
the bay, the prevalence of dense
fogs was not unusual, in the old time,
especially at midsummer, and that the

The fog, al-
luded to in the tradition, it i8 concluded,
was not the aftermath of the Swiss, the
mosses of the Scot, the convenience
of the Teuton or the hunt of the Gael,
but the good old snee-fog of the Dane,
which on these coasts had its origin in
bodies of warm, moist air wafted over
the water of the cold, southward current
from the Arctic Seas through Baffin's
bay. A volume of these traditions
illustrated by ome of the anci-
ent maps that portrayed the
manifcTd dangers which beset the mar-
iner in the Bay of Fundy, and especial-
ly aboutthe harbor of St. John, would
be of deep interest to the rising genera-
tion and their posterity.

PARLIAMENT.

Contenuation of the Budget Debate.

Orrawa, July 23.—One of the most vig-
orous and striking speeches on the bud-
get was that delivered today by Mr.
Adams of Northumberland. He struck
out on new new ground when he showed
that the opposition leaders in this par-
liament were making exactly the same
boast that the opposition leaders had
made from 1867 to 1873. In the former
period the gentlemen whonow sit oppos-
ite promised tosolve the question of con-
tinental trade. In opposition they could
not make specific statements, but they
assured the country that if they were
summoned to the treasury benches they
would show the people how easily the
thing could be done by the right men
and the right party. They did come to
the treasury benches, and afler five
years went out of power without having
done anything. Now they are back in
opposition assailing and attacking the
government because reciprocity had not
been secured, and as before are boasting
that they will settle the whole question.
Mr. Adams then quoted the utterances
of George Brown, Sir Richard Cariwright
and Mr, Mackenzie, who, when their
party was in power, firmly refused to
yield the control of this country to the
United States, and as firmly protested
against discrimination against the moth-
er country. The manly utterances of
George Brown might well, said Mr.
Adams, be quoted in support of our
national policy, and he was sure that if
the voice of ex-Premier Mackenzie could
be heard again as clearly as it was in
old days, it would ring out as it did be-
fore against the policy of humiliation for
Canada and discrimination against Eng-
land, even though that policy had been
adopted by his degenerate colleagues.
Edward Blake had spoken and his words
would not soon be forgotten.

After discussing briefly the general
question of protection, and sharply
criticizing the ambiguous attitude of the
grit leaders, Mr. Adams replied to the
general charge of extravagance made
against his party, comparing Cart-
wright’s record of deficits and increasing
debt with the present period of surpluses
and stationary debt. There should have
been a great record of advance and
achievement to the credit of a govern-
ment which _increased the debt and
taxation so rapidly, but unfortunately
increased debt and taxes was about the
only record the grit government could
show. Mr. Adams regretted that Cart-
wright thought it necessary to garble the
trade tables in an attempt to show that
the country was not advancing and
warped the leader of the opposition
against accepting the literally profuse
compliments of Mr. Charlton, who only
a fow montbs ago declared him as a
Catholic and a Frenchman unfit to’; lead
the great liberal party. He would not
go into a discussion as to how , many
centsand fractions of a cent had been sav-
od to the people on the sugar duties. He
was willing to allow the bread winners
of the country to settle that question.
Every workingham, every old woman in
the country would know whether or not
gix more pounds of sugar could be
bought for a dollar than before.

MR. MCGREEVY INQUIRY.

Mr. H. F. Perley said to have Recelved
Another $2000,
Orrawa, July 23rd.—This afternoon
before the committee on privileges and
elections Robert McGreevy continued his
testimony on direct examination. He
went into details about the Esquimalt
contract, dealing with the proposed sub-
stitution of granite for sandstone, which
change however was not made. He
was asked to axplain an item of $2,000
reserved from the last British Columbia
divisions of profits. Thissum was made
up by the subtraction of $400 from each
of the five partners’ shares,

Yesterday Michael Connolly stated
that he could not tell what become of the
money.

Robert McGreevy’s story i8 that the
$2,000 was set aside for Henry F. Perley
and that Michael Connolly was author-
ized to deliver it to him at Ottawa. Con-

The fact seems to be that the best fish-
ing ground here is on Cochran’s ledge,
which is comparatively a shoal place in
these deep waters.

Thomss
McGreevy had a financial claim against
the provincial government.

The last testimony for the day was in
respect to the south wall.

«That they had the said tenders in
their possession during geveral hours,
after which they were returned to
Henry F. Perley, then in Quebec, by
the said Thomas McGreevy.

“That the contract was awarded to one
John Gallagher, a mere figurehead for
the said Murphy, Connolly and R. H"
McGreevy, who did the work for their
own profit and advantage.”

Witness said tendérs were called for.
Murphy put in one, Gallagher another
controlled by the firm, and Mr. Carson
athird. After the tenders were all in
they were opened at Thomas McGreevy's
office. The witness and Murphy were
present. Murphy’s was the highest,
Gallagher’s the lowest. The outside
tender was between them,but the ten-
derer had made a mistake in writing
$150 per yard for one schedule, when he
intended to write $1.50 per yard. This
mistake made the tender higher than
