Something about the Fishing Taekle
made by Joe Dalsell.

I had been attending a meeting of the
Portland council, and was very weary
when I reached home. I am-uncertain
whether it was my latch:key or the key
hole that I was unable to find; it was-one
or the other, and I was compelled to ring
for admission.
