WILL ENTERTAIN PRESIDENT.

Banquet to Be Tendered Roosevelt in

Discussed by Diplomats.
London, Oct. 7.—The Matin’s disclos­

ures, purporting to give details in connec­
tion with the resignation of French For­
eign Minister M. Delcasse because of the 
Moroccan situation and the sensational 
disclosures that Great Britain not only 
communicated to France her intention of 
supporting France in the event of a war 
with Germany, but actually giving de­
tails of her intentions regarding the place 
for the landig of troops and the seiz­
ure of Kiel canal, created talk in diplo­
matic circles to-day and are published at 
length in all the afternoon newspapers. 
In official quarters, however, no expres­
sion of opinion was obtainable.

Foreign Minister Lansdowne was ab­
sent from the city, and consequently it 
was impossible to secure a definite state­
ment regarding the actual length to 
which Great Britain went at the time of 
the crisis.

During the day the Associated Press 
secured a statement from a high official 
of the British foreign office which to a 
certain extent supports the assertions of 
the Matin.

Louisville, Ky., Oct. 6.—The board of 
directors of the American Turf Association 
met last night and let the contract for 
racing at all the association tracks to the 
Mitchell Co., of New York.

The rule thus Insures 
sgeedier final action for the persons affect­
ed. and also relieves the judges of the re­
sponsibility of ruling a horseman or animal 
off for life.’

1 New York, Oct. 7.—Denton H. Hop 
kins, a doctor in Brooklyn, shot and in­
stantly killed his wife in a duel with her 
in the hallway of her flat in Johnsow- 
street, Brooklyn, to-day. Although mar­
ried thirty years, the two were living 
apart, having quarrelled over money 
matters. To-day Hopkins called at his 
■wife’s flat, knocked for admission, and 
■when she opened the door they began to 
fire at each other with revolvers. Hop­
kins’s sister, who witnessed the duel, 
■was unable to say who shot first. Hop­
kins was wounded in the hgnd by a bul­
let from his wife’s weapon, and finally 
shot her in the eye. She died instantly.

Among the arrivals on the steamer 
Tartar on Saturday afternoon was Capt. 
Vallack, who for twenty-five years has 
been captain on one of a line of British 
steamers plying on the Yangtse river. He 
is going back to England with the in­
tention of retiring from the service and 
spending the remainder of his years in 
the Old Country,

Capt Vallack has had excellent oppor- 
tuuities of judging of the trend of events 
in the East, and gives as his opinion that 
Japan is rapidly acquiring in China a pre­
ponderating influence. This is all the 
more marked since the late war, when the 
Island Empire showed its ability to’ cope 
with Russia, thus proving a world power.

As one example of the way in which 
this influence is manifested, he says that 
the viceroy of Hoo-nan, a province to 
which his vessel ran formerly, employed 
as military instructors Europeans to a 
very great exent. but since the War this 
is all changed. Instead of Europeans 
there are now employed Japanese officers. 
This state of affairs applies elsewhere in 
the Chinese empire, and extends beyond 
the military service.

Throughout China there are a number 
of well educated Japanese, whose mission 
is not made public, but who, neverthe­
less, seem to have some delicate diplo­
matic work to perform. Capt. Vallack 
is of the opinion that these men are en­
trusted with a definite duty, and their 
mission has to do with thé extension of 
Japan's influence in China. The war 
with Russia has given the Japanese a 
proud position in thé Orient, and the na­
tion is not slow to take advantage of 
the standing thus gained to extend its 
power.

Henceforth he thinks that the effect 
will be that the influence of Japan will 
continue to 
everything p.-i lining to China. The lat­
ter nation will, to a very considerable ex­
tent. he swayed and directed by the Jap­
anese government.

Assisting in this trend of events is the 
weakness of the young Chinese Emperor. 
Pampered in his younger days. Captain 
Vallack thinks he is now absolutely un­
fitted to play any important part in the 
government of his country. His mind 
has been weakened by his excesses until 
he has become a prey to outside influ­
ences. At the present time the young 
Emperor inclines to the young China 
party, of which the Chinese Empire Re-

Toronto, Oct. ti.—The tariff committee 
appointed at thé recent meeting of the 
Dominion Trades and Labor Congress 
in this city is sending out a circular to 
all organized bodies in Canada, canvas­
sing them as to the attitude which they 
intend taking before the tariff commis­
sion. The meat of the circular is con­
tained in the following : “The Canadian 
Manufacturers’ Association will seek an 
increase in the tariff. We will oppose 
any increase. It is not thought desirable 
at the present, dm* to make any pro­
nouncement upon the relative merits of 
free trade and protection. Our position 
simply is that the tariff is high enough. 
Will the selling price of a protected coin- 
mod ity go up or down if the tariff be 
raised ? One employer before the com­
mission stated that it would go np. Who 
will pay the extra price, and who will 
get the increase, the workingman or the 
employer. There is free trade in. labor 
and protection for the products of labor. 
If protection were a good thing for work­
men, the Canadian Manufacturers’ As­
sociation would not be in favor of it.”

Denver, Colo., Oct. 9.—According to 

information froth Aiamoso, Colo., the 
Sehiéffér Bros., owners of the suspended 
bank of Aiamoso, one of whom is under 
arrest and the other being sought under 
a warrant, obtained a large sum of 
money through the sale of stock of a cat­
tle company they organized, which stock 
is declared to- be fraudulent. The com­
pany was organized with 100.000 shares, 
41,000 of which Were sold to XVin'. 
Adams and Frank Adams, brothers of 
former governor Alva Adams. The re­
mainder was purchased by the Dunn 
estate of Del Nord. The allegation is 
made that subsequently the Sehieffers 
duplicated the Dunn estate stock and 
sold to J. A. Thatcher, president of the 
First National Bank of Pueblo.

Triple Murder.
JAPS AND RUSSIANS 

UNABLE !0 AGREEMiddletown, N. Y., Oct. 7.—A triple 
murder was revealed here to-day when 
the bodies of Willis and Fred Olney were 
found in the woods half a mile from their' 
home, at which last night was found the 
murdered body of Alice Ingerick. Both 
brothers had been shot. Before night the 
crime is expected to number one more vic­
tim, Mrs. Geo. Ingerick, the mother of 
the girl Alice. The mother, who was 
found unconscious in the barn of the 
Olney brothers’ farm last night, has not 
regained consciousness, and was said by 
physicians to be dying with three frac­
tures in her skull.

As soon as daylight permitted a search 
was made for Fred and Willis Olney, 
who were missing from their home last 
night when Mrs. Ingerick was found un­
conscious and her daughter murdered. 
Tracks leading across two fields to a 
woods near the house were seen by the 
searchers.

The traéks were fresh.

Formerly the navigation of the Yang­
tse river was confined to the British com­
pany and local Chinese companies. Re­
cently Japan has entered the trade and 
put a line of vessels on tile run. The 
latter will have the effect of cutting off 
the trade of the antiquated Chinese ves­
sels.

London, Oct. 6.—Following closely up­
on the ■ publication of the text of the 
Anglo-Japan treaty has come consider­
able talk of the possibility of an under­
standing betweenv Great Britain and 
Russia. All the newspapers are devoting 
columns to the discussion of the ques­
tion, pointing out that if . Russia is sin­
cere in her expressions of a desire for 
peace in Central Asia there is no reason 
whif the two ancient enemies should not 
cerné to an agreement that-will not only 
assure peace but clear away the sus­
picions leading to. friction which have 
existed for "years.

That negotiations with this object in 
view are pending seems possible, though 
definite official confirmation is lacking.

■Color Is lent to the rumors that have 
been floating about by the recent fre­
quent visits paid to the foreign office by 
the Russian ambassador since his return 
from his holidays a fortnight ago, and 
the fact that Foreign Minister Lans­
downe, who returned from his vacation 
to publish the text of the Anglo-Japanese 
treaty, has not resumed it. Count Ben- 
kenderoff, the Russian ambassador, had 

long interview with Lord Lansdowne 
at the foreign office yesterday, and the 
latter left London immediately after­
wards for Balmoral, Scotland, where 
Premier Balfour is present as minister 
in attendance to King Edward.

The visits to the foreign office may 
have been connected with Emperor 
Nicholas’ invitation to Great Britain to 
participate in the second peace confer­
ence at The Hague, but Great Britain 
has already answered His Majesty’s pre­
liminary invitation.

It is thought here that the present is 
an opportune moment for reaching a bet­
ter understanding between the two coun­
tries, both British and Russian papers 
having strongly advocated it for the past 
week.

Tlie positon of the British government 
was clearly stated in a speech delivered 
by Gerald Balfour, president of the local 
government board, yesterday, in which 
he said: “Great Britain has no inten­
tion of making agressive movements in 
Central Asia. Our object is defend and 
not defiance, and if the Russian govern­
ment desires to come to an understand­
ing with us with reference to our respec­
tive interests in that part of the world, 
it will not find the British government 
backward in readiness to . consider any 
proposals which It might desire to put 
forward.”

The newspaper discussion has reached 
a much wider range, and includes sugges­
tions for agreements which, if carried 
out and lived up to, would make Europe 
a family in which there woudl be no 
differences.

Two strangers were m the wagon, and 
they drove into an old backwoods road, 
about half a mile away from Olney farm 
house. The wagon was seen driving up 
the old road about 3 p.m., when it dis­
appeared in the woods which border the 
road. At one o’clock at night, several 
hours after the time when it is believed 
the murder was committed, this wagon 
was seen on the same road driving away 
from the vicinity of the Olney brothers’ 
farm. The wagon went toward the 
Shawangunk mountains. The police have 
not secured witnesses to the wagon’s 
coarse between 3 o’clock in the after­
noon and 11 o’clock at night.
The lact that an attempt was made to 

kill every person wjjo is known to have 
„ been in the Olney house just before the 

murderous attack was made has caused 
the police and the entire neighborhood to 
declare that the crime had other motive 
than robbery, and that the rifling of the 
Olney Bros.’ pockets was only a ruse to 
mislead pursuit. No plausible motive 
for the murder has yet been advanced 
by the police. Willis Olney was a 
widower whose wife died last August* 
and Fred was a bachelor. Mrs. Ingerick, 
who had separated from her husband, 
hal been employed as a housekeeper at 
the Olney Bros.’ place only about a 
month. Her husband lived at Wurtsboro. 
N. Y.

He had photographs, 
he added, of the scenes described."

To Develop Finances.
Tokio, Oct. 6.—The sessions of the As­

sociated Chambers of Commerce were 
closed to-day after the delegates had 
passed a resolution to memorialize the 
government on numerous points calculat­
ed to advance and develop national fin­
ances. The followig are the most pro- 
minet features: The creation of govern­
ment «numerical agents; the establish­
ment of floating exhibitions of samples 
and museums in foreign ports; a customs 
tariff union between Korea and Japan; 
the opening of ati universal exposition; 
the improvement of existing railroads 
and the rapid construction of new rail­
roads; retrenchment in the expenses of 
the administration; the establishment of 
a Japanese-Chinese bank; the adoption 
of measures against the expansion of the 
currency.

The Visit of Earl Grey.
Winnipeg, Oct. 6.—Great preparations 

are under way for the reception of the 
governor-general and his party, who will
pay their first official visit to the city, 
arriving to-morrow night at 8 o’clock. 
The feature will be the electrical illum­
inations along the streets. Thousands of 
members of fraternal societies and school 
cadets will be in line. Earl Grey is at 
the Poplar Point shooting lodge of 
Senator Kuchhoffer, 30 miles from the 
city.

of the dissatisfaction of the Japanese 
people and the riots which followed the 
announcement of the terms of peace were 
exaggerated.

At the same time there were in many 
instances disappointment felt at the 
terms, and demonstrations resulted. 
Among a large class of the population, 
however, the burden of the war was be­
ing felt in the taxation, and peace was 
welcome. While they knew that their 
country could still borrow money to 
prosecute hostilities, the after effects in 
the way ot ;taxation was dreaded.

Contrary to expectation the radical 
wing of the party under the leadership 
of Eugene N. Foss, ot Boston, did not 
offer a substitute. for the plank in the 
platform relating to reform, although in 
a speech to the delegates Mr. Foss de­
clared that the revision of the tariff fa­
vored in the state platform was not 
sufficieirtly wide in its scope. Mr. Foss 
said, however, that he and his followers 
were encouraged at the concessions made 
to them and that next year they would 
expect to have the convention accept 
their proposition iji its entirety.

A feature of fhe day’s proceedings 
was the address of Senator Henry Cabot 
Lodge in reply to Eugene N. Foss, who 
had advocated the free admission of coal, 
hides and raw material. In the course 
of his remarks Mr. Foss severely scored 
the Massachusetts senators and repre­
sentatives in congress, charging that 
they were not loyal to the interests of 
Massachusetts. Senator Lodge made a 
forceful and eloquent address and in a 
parliamentary manner censured Mr. Foss 
for his strictures on the Massachusetts 
representatives at the capital. Mr. Lodge 
also said that the time for the tariff re­
vision was the time when the Repub­
lican party was in power. He argued 
that “free raw materials” was but an­
other term for free trade,” and that the 
admission of raw materials would sound 
the death knell of reciprocity as well as 
of protection.

St. Petersburg, Oct. 9.—The throwing 
of bombs at the troops at Tiflis yesterday 
evening, which resulted in the Cossacks 
firing on the people, appears to have been 
the outcome of a deliberately organized 
plot. Ten bombs were thrown simultane­
ously in the vicinity of the barracks in 
widely separated quarters of the city.

Shots were also fired at the soldiers as 
they rushed out of the barracks, but the 
loss of life was confined to one Cossaçk 
and one bomb thrower. In addition 20 
persons were wonded.

young man 21 years of age, handed to 
fhe coroner a S8-caIibre revolver, and 
said that he believed that lie fired the 
shot that killed John Hauch on Septem­
ber 26th, and bitterly expressed regret 
at the fatal termination of the accident.

CANADA’S LIQUOR BILL.

Returns for Year Show Increase in Con­
sumption of Spirits in This

Ottawa, Oct. 9.—The drinkers and 
smokers of Canada last year contributed 
to the Dominion exchequer in customs 
and excise duties a sum which amounted 
to $3.09 for every man, woman and 
child in the Dominion. The returns show 
the consumption of spirits last year to 
have been 1.010 per head of population. 
This is an increase over the year before, 
when the consumption was .952 per 
capita. It is over the average since 
1869. The consumption of beer is in­
creasing. Last year it was .952 gallons 
per head, about the same as the year be­
fore. The wine consumption last year 
was .00 gallons per head. The average 
since 1869 is .122 gallons. The tobacco 
consumed last year was 2.686 pounds 
per head. The year before it was 2.765, 
and the average since 1869, 2.194.
