Through the Services of a Private Detective
Seven Employes Were Caught Stealing
and Were Dismissed.

A big sensation has been caused in
one of the largest grocery houses in
this city, by the wholesale dismissal
of seven employees of the firm, who
are alleged to have been implicated
in the systematic robbery of the con-
cern.

He
was engaged in this capacity for sev-
eral weeks, and all the time he was
gathering information against - the
other employees of the firm. The de-
tective had his eyes open all the time,
and he Rajy gained the confidence of
all with whom he came I!nto contract.
Their every movement was watched,
and a daily report was fnade of what
transpired.

Numerous articles it is stated were
carried off dally. None of the clerical
staff were dismissed, the employees be-
ing engaged in other parts of the
warehouse. Among the number was a
teamster and two char-women. With-
out any warning whatever all the em-
ployees referred to were summonesd (o
the office, paid off, and digmissed with-
out any further notice,

TRAINS GULLIDED
IN A HEAVY FOG

Three Postal Clerks are Now

Express Had Been Slowed Down Otherwise
the Accident Would Have Been
Very Serious.

UTICA, N. Y., Sept. 24—In the

NEW YORK ENVELOPED

NBEW YORK, Sept. 24—This city and
all the surroundings, waterways and
lsu‘burbs. were -again seriously fog
bound this morning, the combination
of mist and smoke from forest fires
being even more impenetrable and
persistent than yesterday. Shipping
was practically at a standstill during
the early forenoon. 'The Mauretania,

ROCKEFELLER IS SHOWING
EVIDENGES OF INSANITY

e

He Has Tiken tb Writing — Devotes Some
Atiention to Standard Oil
Matters.

NEW YORK, Sept. 23.—John D.
Rockefeller appears for the first time
in the role of an author in a series ot
articles on “Some Random Reminis-
censes of Men and Events,” the first
of which will appear on Friday in the
October issue of “The World’s Work.”
The articles are accompanied by fac
simile repwoductions of Mr. Rockefel-
ler’s cramped but careful hand writ-
ing.

Mr. Rockefeller speaks of the devel-
opment of the Standard Oil Company
and says that the plan of selling di-
rect to the consumer and the excep-
tionally rapid growth of the business
“bred a certain antagonism which I
suppose could not have been avoided.”
Of the direct selling to the consumer;
he says:—

“This was done in a fair spirit and
with due consideration for everyone’s
rights. We did not ruthlessly go after
the trade of our competitors and at-
tempt to ruin it by cutting prices or
instituting a spy system.” If any of
the employes of the company were
over-zealous in going after sales, he
says that they acted in viofation of the
expressed and known wishes of the
company.

In discussing ‘“The Modern Corpora-
tion,”” Mr. Rockefeller says:

“Beyond question there is a suspic-
ion of corporations. There may ‘bs
reason for such suspicion very often,
for a corporation may be moral or
immoral, just as a man may be moral
or the reverse; but it is folly to con-
demn all corporations because some are
bad, or even to be unduly suspicious of
all, because some are bad. But the
corporation in form and character has
come to stay—that is a thing that may
be depended upon.”

FRANK GOULD HAS NOT

Frank Gould, who left a week
with a party from the yacht, and a
guide to hunt moose, has been unsuc-
cessful, and up to today has been un-
able to land any gzame.
