Born in Lancaster 76 years ago,
James Ready was the son of the late
Timothy and Catherine Ready and had
resided in this section of the country
ever since, Many years ago he start-
ed a general store in Fairville and was
the manufacturer of ginger beer. In
1879 he commenced Dbrewing lager
beer, and in 1891 he started brewing
ale and porter. . His business grew at
an amazing rate and became so large
that he was obliged to discontinue his
buginess in the small wooden building
on Main street and build the large
brick brewery which the firm now oc-
cupies on Main street, Fairville which
is five stories high,

In 1880 he started a mineral water

and ginger ale business in a small one
story wooden building on Peel street,
in this city and this business became
so great that he was obliged to build
a large brick and stone building on the
site.
On November 1st, 1912, Mr. Ready's
business was put into a joint stock
company, and is now known as The
Ready Breweries, with a capitalized
stock of $500,000. Up to the time of
his death Mr. Ready was president of
the new company, the other. officers
being J. M. Robinson, vice-president,
Joseph L. O'Brien, sec-treas,, and
manager.

In addition to being one of the bheat
known men in the province, the late
James Ready was a good living man
with a kind heart and could count his
staunch friends by the thousands. For
a long time he was a county councillor
for Lancaster: He was a member of
the Board of Health, a director of the
Deaf and Dumb School in Lancaster,
