Washington, D. C, Oct, 34.-The
‘lnt government effort to avert the
ooal strike set for November 1, fatled
utterly tomight, and hait & mililon
tilners will quit work on the very eve
of winter, with the nation's bine run:
ning dangerously low,

Hven-an appeal frotn Prestdent Wil
#on, sick in bed at the White House,
was not etiough to bring pedce to a
cotiference that was torn and on the
breaking polnt half a dogen titmes dur
ing the day. Charges and counter
charges flew thick and fast as the
Broup of operators and miners filed
out of the meeting which began some
what hopefully four days ago.

While the opetrators antounced that
they had excepted the Presidest's offer
to wipe the slate olean and negotiate
& new wage agheement, the miners
eharged that the operators h%olted
Without the eonsent of Secr y of
Labor Wilson,  who wis the storm
centre of an extraordinary fight to
save the country untold distress and
stffering. i
