MARKET HESITANT
AND IRREULAR AS
TO PRICE CHANGES
Downfall of German Republic
Had But Little Effect on

Trade — Rails Comprised
Most Noteworthy Feature.

New York, Manch 13.—The stock
market was hesitant and drregular as
to price changes at the opening of to-
day’s brief trading period, but soon
moved forward, traders ignoring re-
ports of the downfall of the German
republic. Ralls compromised the most
noteworthy features, as a group, many
of those Ussuels adding two to four
ponts to recent gains, and showing ex-
treme advances of five to tem points
for the week. Individually crucible
stedl stood out as the most conspicu-
ous stock, its steady advance of 16
points to 241, after an early decline of
2 1-2 points, being accomplished at the
further expense of short interest,

General motors, which usually
moves in common with crucible, was
most erratic, losing four points at
the outset, rallying six and closing at
a fractional loss.

Other motors, also steels and equip-
ments were one to five points higher,
Chandler and American Car making
noteworthy gains with several of the
shippingse. Oils were apathetic.
Sales amounted to 475,000 shares.

Aside from sterling, which declined
slightly, the foreign exchange market
made no material response to the dis-
quieting German situation. Even
marks, in which dealings were report.
ed as nominal, yielded only moderate-
ly The bank statement indicated that
precautions had been taken to fortify
the money market against next week's
heavy tax disbursements.. Actual
loans dincreased 27,000,000, reserves
of members in the federal reserve
bank gained about $33,000,000 and ex-
cess meserves rose to $29,000,000
last week's meagre tota) of $2,700,000.
