Kastport, Me., Nov. 28—Ten American
fishing craft including eight sailing vessels
and two steamboats, have been seized by
the Canmadian fisheries protective cruiser
Curlew, and fined for illegal fishing in the
Canadian waters of a tributary of Passa-
maquoddy Bay near St. George.

‘The fishing craft was seized near
George (N. B.), last night, though
nouncement of this procedure was not made
public until today.

‘I'hree specific charges were preferred
against the vessels, that is that they had
fished on Sunday, that they had illegally
caught fich in their possession and that
they had seined illegally in Canadian
waters.

IPor the first two offences each boat was
fined $100, and the last $200. In addition
to this all seincs and fish were confiscated.
It is understood that fines nwill be paid,
and that the entire matter will be disposcd
of without involving any internaticnal
questicn, ;

The aggregate value of the cralt is
about $20,000. The seizure is the most ex-
tensive that has been.made by a Canalian

The - cause of the explosion is as yet
unknown. one theory being that the launch
struck a mine eharged with 76 pounds of
guncctton, Another - account says ther
boiler exploded.

Later it was established that two men
were drowned by the sinking of the launch
and that the second launch was so ser-
iously damaged that she sank. :

The official report says the explosion
was due to an unsuccessful effort to fire
a countermining explosive charge used dur-
ing the sweeping operations.
