Case for Some Time.

An interesting case was decided at Dal-

housie on Saturday morning when ' Gui-
mond, Couillard Freres & Cie and La
Banque Nationale were awarded the full
amount of their insurance claim  against
the Fidelity Phoenix Co. The lumber firm
and bankers were suing the Fidelity Proe-
nix, Western, Commercial Union, Londeén
Norwich Umon, Liverpool & London &
Globe and Manitoba Assurance Companies.
The amount of insurance was $51,000; the
loss claimed $49,407.01, for birch, spruce
and pine lumber piled in Guimond & Co.s
vard at Campbeliton and burned in Aug-
ust, 1910.

The defendant companies set up the de-
fence ‘of arson and also took advantage of
all ' the numerous technical objections that
the number of policy conditiong render
ayailable.

The  case against the Fidelity Phoemx
Co. was begun on September 26 last and
occupied all that “week, was adjourned uh-
til the 19th inst, and a verdict only reach-
ed on Saturday 'morning.

M. G. Teed, J. H, A. L. Fairweather, A.
E. G.'McKenzie and W, M. Jarvis' rep-
resented the assurance companies and Hon.
J D. Hazen and Fred R. Taylor appeared
for the plaintiffs,
