The ballion in the Bank of England in
creased $379,000 during the past week.

Liverpool markets quiet.

Parliament nssembled to day.

The Queen in her speech first alludes to
the mission ot Sir Bartle Frere for the sup-
pression of theslave trade on the east coast
of Africa. The decision of the Emperor
William in the San Juan boundary ques-
tion is touched upon. The Queen expres«
ses her acknowledgments to the Emperor
ot Germany, and the Geneva arbitrators,
for the pains bestowed upon the work as-
signed them. Correspondence with Russia
in regard to the boundary line of Afighani-
stan, will be laid before Parliament. Al-
though this harvest bas been, to some ex-
tent deficient, the general condition of
Great Britain is satisiactory. A measure
will be submitted at an early day for settl-
ing the question of University Education
in Ireland.

Sir Alexander Cockburn has refused a
peerage, and received the Grand Cross of
the Order of Bath.

Lord Orrington is seriously ill.

The schooner James Bagley was wrecked
on the Anlesea (Wales) coast, and eight of
the crew perished.

: Lonpon, Feb. 5.
THE OPENING OF PARLIAMENT—RUSSIAN AG-
GRESSION TO BE STAYED — DISCUSSION
OF THE GENEVA SETTLEMENT.

In the House of Lords among distin
guished persons present at the opening of
the session were the Prince of Wales,
Duke of Edinburgh and Prince Teck.

When the reading of the Queen’s
Speech had ended the Earl of Clarendon
moved the Address in reply. He congra
tulated their Lordships on the removal of
the long standing ' difficalties with the
United States. In regard to the Eastern
Question, he declarod the Government
would deal with it in a prompt, decisive
and, at the same time, dignified maoner,
because England witnesses with regret the
encroachments of Russia, whose further
movement would tend to the diminution of
the harmony which has long prevailed be-
tween the two powers.

Lord Monteagle seconded the motion for
the address in a short speech.

The Earl of Derby criticized the Govern-
ment and maintained that the effect of the
Geneva decision would be that England
would herealter be liable for damagesin
matters wherein she  could make no claim
on others.

Lord Granville defended the Government
in bringing about the settlement of the
Alabama claims. The condition of the
question which had arisen concerning
Central Asia did not justity the sensational
telegrams which created alarm here and
elsewhere. It was not probable that the
affair would lead to serious complications.

Mr. Gladstone defended the royal
speech, replying to the criticisms on the
manner in which disputes with America
bad been settled. He declared if a similar
case should arise arbitration would again
be resorted to. Honor was not sacrificed
and the fearful horrors of war had becn
averted. No alteration of the Municipal
law was required-

In the Commons the address ip reply
to the Queen’s speech was moved by
Charles Lyttleton, member for East Wor-
cestershire, who congratulated the House
and country on the settlement
of disputes with the United States.
although the decision was unfavorable ‘0
England there was not the slightest ground
for impugning the judgment of the Geneva
arbitrators or the German Emperor. No
nation should be slow to follow England’s
example.

William Stone, member for Portsmouth,
seconded the motion.

Disraeli addressed the house at consider-
able length ia opposition to the general
policy of the Government.
