The public that enjoys Col. Hay’s liter-
ary and poetic work, knoivs little of the
plodding industry that bears such abund-
‘ant fruit, handsome and wholesome, in
his field asa Jjournalist. As!swell known,
he is associated with a doze.) other writers
of talent on the editorial staff of the New
York Tribune, and the work' they all do
goes to building up the great newspaper
with no more individual profit to them
than coral insects derive from their con-
tributions te the reef. Col. Hay spends
a. few hours of each year in writing
verses, and it must seem. unjust to him
that these verses give him more publicity
‘than Ris editorial work -for the year,

which would perhaps amount, if colloct- |

ed, to a volume of twelve hundred octavo
pages. But ’tis the worid’s nonchalant
way, and we must accept it with equal
nonchalance. The public does not know
who docs all the excellent work that

{ makes its newspaper essentfal to it for

enjbyment and for culture, but it would
goon miss the hand withdrawn. The
work must be its own reward, and,
doubtless, to & trae-journalist like Hay,
it is so. - Here he' finds use for all his
faculties:. AHN that a man has learned at
school, in camp, in court and in the vari-
ed social life of the traveller, the diplo-
matist, the politician, finds full employ-
ment in the columns of a leading daily
newspaper.—Seribner’s for April.
