There were several labourers already at work. One of them had a limp
and this kept him from doing some of the more rugged tasks. He was from
I'unisia. Hanan explained that new immigrants, particularly those from the
oriental countries who have little or no education, are forced to take jobs
as labourers. They do not have the backing to become regular moshav mem-
bers. Consequently, it seems inevitable that a class stratification will evolve,
seprating workers and land owners. Indeed, there are actually examples of
this in some of the prosperous moshavim. Since about fifty percent of the
Jews emigrating to Israel at the present time come from the oriental coun-
tries, the problem of assimilation and education is an immediate and pressing
one.

In the educational system, the government attempls 1o mould a national
identity, an awareness of being Israeli. All children must go to school until
about grade eight. After this they can attend high schools, or trade schools
(similar to our Vocational schools) where they learn farming, fishing, or in
the case of the girls, domestic science and stenography. Academic courses
are included. Upon graduation from the high schools, some go on 1o the
Hebrew University of Jerusalem or one of its affiliates.

The use of Hebrew as a national language helps to assimilate immig-
ranis. Jews come from all parts of the world. Some of them have never
learned Hebrew. With the Oriental Jews, such as the people from Yemen,
there is also the problem of illiteracy, fear, and superstition. It must be re-
membered that many of these people have been living under conditions
similar to the Middle Ages. With the uniform system of education, often it
is the children who pick up Hebrew most quickly, introduce it into the home,
and accelerate the process of absorbtion into a new way of life.

[he strain upon teachers is very great. Many of them are dedicated to
the development of their country. Consequently, people who teach during
the daytime in regular schools often conduct night classes for adults. Univer-
sity students as well contribute by instructing adult classes.

An extremely important institution in education is the army. Service
is compulsory for both men and women. One of the main functions of these
defence forces is to educate the young people. Immigrants from Yemen,
Morocco, Tunisia come into contact with SABRAS, Americans, or Western
Furopean Jews. They learn trades during their army services. Very import-
ant, {0o, is the general education they receive. This helps erase feelings of
inferiority and suspicion with regard to the western way of life with which
they come in contact.

| have heard that there is considerable tension between some of the
European Jews and the more primitive members of the moshav from Asia.
The latter often escaped death in a manner of “survival for the fittest”. Their
outlook, according to one person, is quite different: in many cases they feel
that the Europeans take advantage of them. However, | have heard from a
delegate who is living on another moshav that there are excellent relations
between the two groups. Undoubtedly, then, much depends upon a personal
point of view.

Hanan showed me around the pardes and explained how oue type of tree
can be grafted on another. We drove in the horse and wagon to the pardes
of the adjacent kibbutz where some hoys were picking avocadoes. The trees
were so high they had to use tall ladders. There are also bananas on this
particular kibbutz, and it was very interesting to see how they grow under
leaves that protect them,’ much like egg shells.
