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Legere wants the most good for the most people

L.J. “Amby” Legere is a man
who has been associated with the
athletic community of UNB for the
past thirty years and who has seen
the gradual change of athletics
from basically something done in a
student’s spare time to a very
important part of the curriculum a
the university.

Legere began his career at UNB
as the Assistant Director of
Athletics and his duties ran the
gamut from coaching various
sports such as boxing and curling
to administrative work. Last year
he took up the post of Co-ordinator
of Intramurals and Recreational
Sports Clubs in the new Faculty of
Physical Education and Recrea-
tion.

He stated that he felt that the
Phys. Ed. program at UNB was
one of the top courses in the
country but that its greatest
weakness lie in the field of general
recreation. He said that the
program at UNB was geared to
turning out the ‘elite” athlete in the
varsity program. Since the generai
attitude of the present time in
the area of recreation for the
masses, he feels that the program
at UNB should be expanded in that
direction and that the administra-
tion at UNB has not grasped this

new trend.

“More people are demanding a
recreational experience,”’ Legere
commented, adding that ‘‘the
recreatinal program must expand
to keep up with the demand. We
must ask ourselves ‘What is good
for the masses?’

“We must take a second look at
our philosophy of phys. ed. Is it for
the elite athlete or is to have
physical recreation for all?”
Legere stated. He said that the
interpretation of the policy guide-
lines was ‘‘mixed-up”’. ‘“‘Up until
now intramurals and recreation
had a fair share of the budget.
What happens in thHe immediate
future concerns me.”’ In this time
of financial strife, Legere feels that
people are looking for ways to
re-interpret the policy guidelines in
an effort to make their budgets as
beneficial to their own sports as
possible.

When asked what- sort of
financial problems that his pro-
grams were experiencing, he said
that he realized that there was only
a certain amount of money to go
around and that he found it hard to
talk disparagingly of the coaches
since they are on only given a
responsibility and must make the
best of it.

Legere said that too much stress
is placed on varsity athletics
producing good public relations for
the university and that a great deal
of influence comes from the alumni
to promote varsity programs.
However, he is wunder the
impression that the overall student
body is changing its attitudes and
demands for an improved recrea-
tional program which they can
take advantage of in their spare
time.

The guidelines place priorities on
the various athletic programs at
UUNB, with top responsibility going
to the recreational and intramural
programs. Since the students at
UNB have increased their partic-
pation in such programs steadily
over the past few years its
importance cannot be understated.
Legere said that the university
education experience was not
simply formal academics but a
total education and physical
recreation is important since the
students should be exposed to
recreational experiences which
will be for their own good after
graduating. He added that other
extracurricular activities are also
important in their total education
of a student.

Brown said that the Beavers
plans possibly included the Com-,
monwealth Games to be held in
Edmonton in 1978. ““If we continue
to improve at the same rate, we
might surprise some people!”
