Both Cenadian and .merican Forces usec about'the sane
nroportion of guns to infaasry but the ammunition expenditure jer
1,000 infantry per day was about 2% times as great in the Canadians
as in the americans. This expenfiture was more than justified as
the Canacians had les:s than half the American casualties per German
Division defeated.

I may eay that this enormous ammunition ezpenditure by

the Canadian Corps and the satisfactory results achieved were only

p0ossible because our leaders arrahged their‘plans of attack in such
a way that the maximum artillery support could be developed in the
‘intimate 2ssistance oi our assauvlting Inraniry.

Trom an artillery point ox view one or the mo:zl in-
teresting operations of the Canadian Corps was the attack carried
out on the morning of Wovembder 1st, 1918, by the 10th Iniantry
Brigace against lMounc Houy the Key to Valenciennes. The 10th
Brizede advanced with its left flank on the lanal D'IL'Escaut, and
its right covered by the advance of the ZXII Corps. On a front
of 2bdout 2,000 yards, the Cepth of penetratirn was some 4,000 yarcs,
talking 190 minutes including pauses, As the initial forming
vy 1ine w28 on a siight salient the cirection of the advance was
sracvically narallel to our ovn Iront.

m™he attiack was suphorted by 8 Brigades o Field
Artillery and 6 Brigadles of Heavy :rtillery, or roughly 144 18-pirs,
48 4.5 Hows,, and 104 Heavy guns and Howitzers.

Some 80 Machine Guns were 2lso employed.
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
