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What never-ending joy to know that the Son of 
God in come !

I learn to know God, because I have got the 
nature that can know Him, just as I could only 
know what man is by having his nature.

I do not know all about God, that is true ; but I 
have no uncertainty. Suppose I have a friend, I 
may not know all about him ; but he is my friend, 
and 1 rejoice in him as such. I have no question­
ings as to his affections because I do not know all 
about him. Well, God is my friend, and I have a 
blessed rest in knowing Him as my friend. If God 
is my friend, what more can I need ? What can be 
more blessed ? To know God, I must have His 
nature. I cannot learn the nature of what I am
not a partaker of. I do not know angels. I 
not a partaker of the nature of angels.
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
