There are cases which at first sight

the individusl. We have known a
father who insicted that his daoghters’
suitorsshould have a certificate of physi
oal and mental soundness from his own
physician as a prerequisite to his con-
sent. Parents have such a right, and it
is sometimes well to exercise it, but
moral qualities are the chief factor in
making marripges happy and permanent
and even fruitful, and with these the
Charch has much, the State and physi-
cian have nothing, to do.—America.

NEWMAN AND MANNING—
THEIR UNWAVERING FAITH

The grest name of Newman is just
now very much in the thoughts and on
the lips of Oatholics in Englaud in con-
nection with the new Life of the illus-
trious Oardinal recently issued from the
pen of Mr. Wiltrid Ward. One of the
many interesting * points in the story
has reference to the habit of Protest-
ants of saying (as noted by & corres-
pondent of the Glasgow Observer’’)
that * this convert or that convert is
not happy in the Church of Rome, and
is anxious to get out of it, and, indeed,
is soon coming Back to his former body.”

A BAPTIST WRITES OF THE
CATHOLIC ENCYCLOPEDIA

Reviewing the Catholic Encyclopedia
the Watchman (Baptist) of this city,
after a statement of the aim and scope
of the work, says:

Perhaps the most noticeable general
feature of the work is the atmosphere of
certainty and floality which pervades
the whole. In this age of criticism and
doubt and uncertainty we here have
something which is fixed and definite
and which claims to be sure and trust-
worthy., The Bible is fally sccepted
for what it claims to be and what it has
been believed to be in all the evangeli-
cal portion of the Christian Church in
all ages. Onlooking at the arricle on
“Adam” in another encyclopedia, for
example, we find the folloving statement
« Adam and Eve, the first human pair,
are represented in the well-known story
a8 having been created by God and
placed in the garden of Kden, where
they lived in a state of innocence until
the fall. To obtain an adequate view
of the relations and implications of this
biblical story it must be subjected to
literary analysis. It is now generally
conceded that the narrative is a com-
bination of two ts.”” In contrast
with this vague and unsettling begin-
ning the Catholic Encyclopedia intro-
duces its long and scholarly discussion
thus : * Adam the first man and father
of the human race” and in regard to
the two accounts of creation in Gen.i
and Gen. ii, it says: * The two accounts
therefore, are practically one with re-
geard to didactio purpose and illustra-
tion, and it is doubtless to this feature
that we should attach their chief signi-
ficance. It is hardly necessary to re-
mark that the loftiness of the doctrinal
and ethical truths here set forth place
the biblical narrative immeasurably
above the extravagant ti tori
ocurrent among the pagan nations of
antiquity.” This is a fair illusgration
of the more reverent treatment of bibli-
oal themes in the Catholic Encyclopedia
as contrasted with the tone of the bulk
of carrent literature on the same sub-

jects.

@ Jesus Christ is the Word of God
made flesh, Who redeemed man’ by His
death on the Cross and whose divine
mission is continued by the ministry of
the Church.,” This is the beginning of
a long article written with a full knowl-
edge of the so-called “ assured results
of modern scholarship” on the One Who
is in the conclusion sssérted to be the
Son of God,divine and holy ; and the
historicity of the New Testament
sccounts of Him is asserted and main-
tained. In the article on * Bible,” it is
stated that it is * the inspired record of
revelation, contains the word of God;

The Watchman's reviewer draws
wrong conolusions from several of the
articles, showing either that he did not
read them attentively or that his orig-
inal knowledge of Oatholic doctrine is
so faulty as to render his reading prac-
tically valueless; but he .pralses the
great and voluminous work as s whole
and says : * Eoough has been' said_to
show that with the larger portion of the
articles, especially those on Biblicsl
subjeots, evangelical Christisns would
find themselves in substantial agree-
ment.”

HEROIC MISSIONARY A
VICTIM OF LEPROSY

FATHER DUPUY, 8. J, OHEV-
ALIER OF THE LEGION OF
HONOR, CONTRACTS DREAD
MALADY IN MADAGASCAR

“Jesuit—Knight of Legion of Honor
—and Leper.”

These are the titles which Father
Isidore Dupuy, of the Betsileo Mission
of Madagascar could place on his visit-
ing cards.

Only a few months ago word was re-
ceived at the French headquarters of
the Propsgation of the Faith that a
member of the Paris society had con-
tracted leprosy in India. His name has
not been given to the public as yet, and
now Father Dupuy adds his to the long
list of those heroic martyrs to oharity.

The history of Father Dupuy’s min-
ietry to the natives of Madagascar goes
back to the days of its conquest by the
French. Obliged to quit Tananarive
st the opening of hostilities, Father
Dapuy was sent as chaplain and inter-
preter to the corps of General Voyrou
and soon became attached to the fam-
ous flying column. He left Magnringa
with the soldiers and returned with
them to Tananarive after the conquest.
It was he who sang the Te Deum for the
victory in the Cathedral of the city and
soon afterwards, in recognition of his
fearless ministrations on the battlefields
to over a thousand wounded and dying
troops, France conferred upon him the
Oross of the Legion of Honor. Pesce
concluced, Father Dupuy resumed his
missionsry duties, always prepared for
all kinds of sufferings and trials. He
met with one which perhaps he was not
expecting but which, nevertheless, found
him ready. About three months ago
the physicians pronodnced him a leper.
Father Dupuy was not in charge of the
leper settlement, which is under the
ocare of Father Beyzim, but the dreadfnl

d{nuo picks up ite viotims where it

pleases.

When the fact was known he was iso-
lated, but he made no complaint, though
it was hard to give up his beloved
labors. The doctor, however, made
great efforts on his behalf, and though
the repugnant malady still continues
the sores which it are closed and
the particular precsutions taken have
removed all danger of tagion

DO PROTESTANTS GO TO
HEAVEN?

BISHOP FOLEY OF IRELAND
WRITES A COMMUNICATION
IN ANSWER TO THAT QUES-
TION THAT IS WORTH PER.
USAL

Moved by » communiocation which he
received from “A Poor Protestant,” who
asked whether the Church tavght “that
Protestants would stand no chance of
going to heaven, or that God created
them to be damned,” Bishop Foley, of
the sucient Diocese of Kildare and
Lieghtlin,Ireland,selected as the particu-
lar topic of arecent Lenten pastoral
the doctrine which is summed up in the
formuls: *“Oatside of the Charch there
is no salvation.” Since there is hardly
any other dogma of the Catholic faith
which lends itself so readily to misrep-
resentation at the hesuds of outsiders, or
which is so calculated to prejudice in-
quiries against the claims of the Church,
Bishop Foley’s lucid explanation is of
permanent value. He writes:
“Looking out upon the world and real-
izing the enormous number of humsn
beings who have never even heard of
Christ, we cannot be surprised if many
earnest inquiries are repelled by the
apparent harshuess and intolerance of
this great truth of Catholic belief. See-
ing that fully two-thirds of the haman
race are not even nominally Christians
and that nearly one-half of the remain-,
ing third is outside the fold of Ohrist,
we are asked by outsiders to believe
that this dogma which, it is said, dooms
five-sixth of the human race to everlasting
damnpation, is absolutely incredible in
iteelf, as well as in hopeless conflict with
the well known will of God that “all men
should be saved and come to the knowl-
edge of the truth.”

* What obligations, then;do we oon-
ceive to be implied in the words of the
catechism that ¢ no one can be saved out
of the Catholic Church? Are we bound
by this dcetrine to believe that there
can be no hope of salvation for those
who have not been baptized, have lived
all their lives outside the OCatholic
Church? Every instructed Catholic
knows that we are bound to believe
nothing of the kind. We areall familiar
with the axiom that God Almighty re-
fuses His grace to no man who makes
the best use he can to the faculties af-
forded him.

“ It is well kaown,’ writes Pius IX ,
¢ that those who labor under invincible
ig with r t to our most holy
religion, and who, carefully observing
the natural law imprinted by God on
their hearts, live an upright life, may,
through tbe operation of divine grace
attain eternal life, since God, of His
great goodness and mercy, never allows
anyone to be consigned to eternzal pun-
ishment who has not been guilty of gre-
vious sin. Bat,’ the Pontiff adds, ¢ the
dogma is also well known which declares
that outside the Catholic Church no one
oan be saved.’ I[n what senve, then, can
it be truly said that some of those who
are inculpably ignorant of her glaims
are to & certain extent inside the
Church of Ohrist ?

“In a real sense of the words and
speaking of thiogs as they are in the
eyes of God, we truly say that all who
are in the state of grace, whether they
have been baptized or not, are inside
the Churoh. Like her Divine Founder,
the Church is composed of two el t
—the one material, visible and of itselt
natural, and this we call the body; the
other spiritaal, invisible and super-
patural, ‘which we call the soul. We
may belong to the sonl of the Church
and not belong to the body; and we may
be a member of the body without be-
longing to the soul. All men are bound
to belong to the soul of the Church as
a matter of indispensible ity, but
membership of the body is a matter of
divine precept, from the observance of
which one may be excused, but only by
impossibllity or inculpable ignorance.
There is only one condition
necessary in order to belong to the soul
of the Church, and it is to be in the
state of grace. Anycne who is outside
the. Church in the sense that the guilt
of mortal sin is on his soul can have no
hope of salvation as long as he remains
in that state. There is nothing harsh
or extreme or intolerant about this doe-
trine, for it is nothing more than the
well known Scriptural teaching that for
the unrepentant sinner, as such, there
is and there can be no hope ‘of pardon.

To the question: Are we obliged by
divine precept to belong to the true
Church ? The children in our Catholic
schools are taught to confidently reply :
*1Yes, and no one can be saved out of it.’
But, strange as it may sound, there is
no Chureh which has even a shadow of
a claim to be regarded as Christian that
would not give the same answer. The
various denominations differ funda-
mentally from the Catholic Church on
many things, they differ hopelessly from
her and from one another upon the
claims of the several churches to be re-

garded as the true Church of Christ, but

corporated into His mystical body by
baptism snd to be faithful to the duties
which Church membership involves.

* Many are invineibly ignorant of the

existence of any divine precept ; their
knowledge is confined to what is neces-
sary to be believed, independently of
every precept. Others, whilst recogniz-
ing this divine precept, finds it impos-
sible to make out what it is that con-
stitates membership, or which of the
various churches that olaim their al-
legiance to the trae Church of Christ.
Mauy sllow themselves to be persuaded
that the fact of their having been born
sud reared in a certain religious denomi-
wmation is sufficient evidence of the will
of God in their regard. They will tell
you that one religion is as good as an-
other; that it makes little difference to
what religion a man belongs if he lives
an upright life; that Almighty God will
not hold a man responsible for what he
believes, but for what he does; that, be-
sides Oatholicism, there are other legiti-
mate forms of Christian religion, and
that separation from the OCatholic
Cihuroh is therefore no obstacle to salva-
tion.
“It is not indeed for us Catholics to
peremptorily prenounce sentence of
dsmnation upon anyons who dies out-
side the body of the Church. The judg-
ments of God are inscrutable to us, and
as we are not to condemn even those who
appear to us to have died in the very
act of sin, so neither are we straightway
to canonize every one who appears to us
to have lived an upright life, notwith-
standing his religicus beliets. We must
leave these things to the infinitely just
judgment of God.—Catholic Universe.

A PROTESTANT MINISTER'S
TESTIMONY

American Catholics, as a rule, are not
aware of the great progress which the
Church is making here, notwithstanding
the millions who have been lost tothe Faith
through one or more of the causes that
contribute to what has for years been
known as the *leakage.” Statistics
which may be relied ugon all the more
as being uuthentic because they are
compiled by one who is no friend of the
COatholic Church, and who was formerly
employed in an important capacity in
the Census Bureau, the Rev, J. K. Car-
roll, a prominent Methodist minister of
New York, informs us that last year there
were in the United States 12,556,612
“ gommunicsnts ”’ belonging to the
Oatholic Church—that is to say,Catholics
aged over sixteen years. Twenty years
previously the number of such Cath-
olics was, he tells us, 6,231,417 — an in-
crease of over 100 per cent. The
significance of this great increase is
deepened by a comparison with the
growth of the Protestant sects during
the same period. The Methodist bodies
increased from 4,252,843 to 6,294,726, or
less than 50 per cent. ; the Baptists
from 3,429,505 to 5315412, or
about 34 per cent. The Presbyterians
and Eviscopalians make a better show-
ing. The former have to their credit an
increase from 788244 to 1340,110 ; the
latter from 532,064 to 947,320. The in-
crease in the membership of these two
denominations ; as represented by per-
centage is : Presbyterians, about 70 per
cent.; Episcopalians, 78 per cent. Each
of the other sects, with the exception of
that known as the Disciples, which
bas membership of abont 1,250,000
has fesver than 800,000 members.
Thae total number of persons who go to
chureh is 34 000,000 out of a population
of 92 000,000 of these church-goers nearly
one-third are Catholics.

The largest dioceses of the Church in
the United States are : New York, with
1,219920 Catholics and 962 priests ;
Chicago, with 1,150,000 Oatholics and
733 priests ; Boston, with 900,000 Cath-
olics and 680 priests ; Brooklyn, with
700,000 Catholics and 448 priests ; Phil-
adelphia, with 525,000 Catholics and 582
priests ; Pittsbarg, with 475000 Catho-
lics and 485 priests ; and St. Louis, with
375,000 Catholics and 528 priests.

Not long ago there died in one of the
villages of an adjoining country a man
who had reached the last stage of be-
sottedness, a miserable old wreck of
manhood that . once had brilliant pro-
mise. Those who knew Jake when he
was a young man remembered what a
handsome fellow he was, how pleasant
his disposition and great his popularity
with all classes.

It is said the Pope has charged Fagher

According to statistics just published,
the Catholic population using the Ger-
man tongue in the German KEmpire, ite
colonies and in Luxembourg, Switzer-
land and Austris amounts to 41,450,385,
with over 43,000 priests, secular and reg-
ular.

Last year, as is her usual custom, the
noble religious and convert, Mother
Katherine Drexel, Superior-General of
the Sisters of the Blessed Sacrament for
Indians and Colored People, Cornwells,
Pa., contributed personally $73,260.27
to the Catholic Indian missions,

Bishop Colton, of Buffalo, has returned
from the South, and, to all appearances,
has completely recovered from his re-
cent serious and well-nigh fatal illness.
The Bishop has snnounced that Cardi-
nal Farley has consented to come to
Baftalo on June 9 to lay the corner-stone
of the cew cathedral.

The Board of Directors of the Knights
of Columbus announce that $385,000 of a
$500,000 endownment fuud for the Cath-
olic University already is in hand. The
income from this fund will be used to
provide scholarships and board for fifty
students at the University.

The Long Island Chapter of the
Knights of Columbus bas inaugurated a
mevement to raise $50,000 for the erec-
tion of a Catholic Settlement House, in
perpetuation of the memory cf Very
Rev. Mgr. William J. White, D.D. Some
of the most enthusiastic supporters of
the movement are non-Catholics.

The will of Louis Schlesinger, who
died at 2100 Fifth avenue, sets aside a
fund of $500, out of which psyments of
$5 and $10 are to be paid for the relief
of poor families, irrespective of religion,
but preference to be shown to Hebrews
and Irish Catholics. Another fund of
$150 was set aside to buy cosl for poor
families under the same conditions.

The late Elizabeth Lady Herbert of
Lea, mother of the Earl of Pembroke, left
estate of the gross value of $169,045. She
left the Fitzwilliam plate, the ring of the
Abbess of Old Wilton Monastery and
other articles to the Earl of Pembroke ;
$25,000 to the Sisters of Charity of St.
Vincent de Paul for the industrial school
at Salisbury, and the furniture of her
domestic chapel, with the marble altar,
plate, vestments, etc., to the Foreign
Missionary seminary at Mil Hill,

A writer in the Sheffield ( England )
Telegraph says “ [ hear that the
Vatican authorities are especially con-
sidering the claims of Abbot Gasquet
to be promoted to the Cardinalate. It
will be remembered that in 1903 many
expected that the Abbot’s claim, on in-
tellectual merit alone, to be appointed
successor to Cardinal Vaughan could
not be overlooked, and it was credibly
stated at the time that his name was the ,
first of the three submitted to the Caris,
which eventually selected Dr. Bourne.”

The recently-created archdiocese of
Birmingbam embraces 85,000 souls. The
secular and regular clergy comprise 306
priests—an increase of 4 on last year's
figures. The churches and chapels num-
ber 194, aud there are 69 convents. Of
schools of different classes, there are
150. Charitable institutions for chil-
dren and adults number 19 and
there are also 3 hospitals. The
school children at elementary schools
aud other educational centres number
26 686.

In Italy, as in other Catholic coun-
tries, a resume of the pastoral letter of
each Bishop to his diocese is to be found
in the columns of the daily press. After
a brief scrutiny of the pastorals as a
whole, one finds that the subject most
generally touched upon by the Bishops
of Italy is that of the absolute necessity
of supporting the sound, honest press,
poth for priests and people. Perhaps
the most practical support is that of the
Bishop of S. Angelo dei Lombardi, who
even goes the length of offering to meet
half the cost of subsoribers to one of a
score of Catholic publications for the
year 1912, and urges each priest in his
diocese to do him the special favor of
finding five laymen to subscribe to a
Catholic journal.

The Catholics of Geneva in Switzer-
land, have appealed to their brethren
in England for financial assistance to
regain their onetime Church of the Im-
maculate Mother of God. The appeal
brings to light a story of characteristio
continental injustice to Catholies. This
church was built by Genevan Catholics
assisted by their brethren all over the
world. It was begun in 1850 and com-
pleted ip 1857. Some time after the
Vatican’ Council it was confiscated and
handed over tothe old Catholics. Now
the original owners have a chance to re-
gain this temnle of their fathers, but
they must pay for that which is by right
theirs. The State will restore the
church to them for an indemnity of two
hundred thousand francs. Being too
poor to raise the sum among themselves,
the Genevans have appealed to the
generosity of English Catholics,
