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" salts not found together in any fresh waters that

s3quently there is a dilution of the salt sea in
those parts which must cocsidérably reduce its
strength. It is as if, all else being equal, the
northern brine bad suddenly tdded to it its own
volume of fresh unsalted water.

There is, however, another reason for the dif-
ference of density, In the northern sea there is
bardly any evaporation. In the more soutberly
regions, especially in tropical parte, the fierce
rays of the sun sct upon the sea water like so
many boiler furnaces.

The evaporation that tekss place is prodigious
and the ocean is ealled upon to yield up a very
considerable portion of its watery substapce.
A'l salt particles remain, making thie. water salter

evaporating for himself. Let him place in an
evaporsting dish s quantity of water in which bas
been previously dissolved as much common salt
and Epsom salts as the water will take up.

Under the evaporating dish let a spirit lamp be
placed, or even let the dish be placed with a lit-
tle sand under it upoh the stove ; steam will be-
gin to riee cff the sarface of the fluid, and-in the
course of time the whole of the I'quid will dis-
appear into air.

At the bottom of the dish, however, every par-
ticle of the salts which bad previously been dis-
solved in the water will be found, in precisely the
same condition as 1o quality and quantity as be-
fore.

In order to equalize to some exlent the uneven
balance which is thus set up between the salts in
one sea and the salts in enother, He who mede
the sea ard the things innumerable therein has
set in motion a reries of currents which ere so
many rivers ia the ocean.

These currents, setiing down, both on the sur-
face ard below it, from the ccld, salt-lacking cli-
mstes, bear Lo the briny water cf the burnt-up
tropical seas constantly fresh sireams of compara-
tively fresh water. These serve to dilute south-
ern watersi

Oa the other hand, currents setting northward
and southward from the equatorial latitudes bear
ioto the brackish waters of the poles the brine
that s=rves to r.store the vigor which abundant
rain and want of evaporation have taken awsy.

One of these great equalizing currents, the
Gulf Btream, is well known ; better, perhaps, by
reason of the warmth than of tbe spare salts it
brings from the hottest parts of the ocean.

But whence come the salis themselves ?

From rivers, from sea-washed shores, from the
decsy of animal life within the ees, from salt de-
posite, and from all the fluid media of communi-
cation with the land.

T'be deposits brought by these are mingled in
the oc2an reeervoir. It is the union of many

Bit-
terness and saltnees are the result of this addition-
al quslity being added to the water, so that in
its acid state it is able to dissolve and hold in so-

A fearful colliery accident occurred a few days
water into & mine.

The account of the accident referred to in the

“No. 29 Pit,” Wallows Colliery, Lock’s
Lane, Brierley Hill, will be memorable for ever
in the mining annals of South Staffordshire, as
the scene of one of the most terrible calamities
and the most merciful deliverances that ever
happened in this district, or perbaps in the Bri-
tish isles. Last Tuesday night thirteen men
snd boys went down into the pit for their
“ stint” of work. Yesterday afternoon the last
of twelve survivors was drawn vp. For a hun-
dred and twenty hours, five days sed nights,
tkey had been buried six hundred feet deep in
the black passsges of the mine—sa wall of water
above them—without food, er fire, or light,
breathing foul air and little of it, cut off from

lessly doomed to a liogering death—if, indeed
they biad survived till then. It was s desperste
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case—working sgainst time ; a fearful race for
life or death !

Happily this forsboding was not realized. On
Saturday morning the im‘”‘t mx h:
begun to tell the . By noea 1
shaft was o.pt;.: the water had fallen ele-
ven inches below the roof of the “ inset,” or en-
trance to the main workings. An exploring
party was instantly sent down. They found a
space of twenty inches below the ** inset " roof
snd that communicstion bsd been restored be-
tween the ** upcast ” and “ downcast ” shafts, s0
thet air could get into the mine. If the men
were alive here was another chaoce for them.
All efforts, bowever to penetrate the workings
were beffled by the narrow space between tae
water and the roof ; and the gallant explorers
bed to return. Atsix o'clock in the evening,
snother descent was made; but the resGuers
were driven back, nearly poisomed by the foul
air, which extinguished one of their safety lazmps.
It was a dismal omen : the workers seemed to
be fighting sgainst irresistible fate. Still like
true Eoglishmen, they refused to give up. A
few hours more pumping, snd then—at ten o’
clock at night—another descent was made : the
leading agents bravely taking their place at the
bead of the dangerous exploration. They reach-
ed the ‘- icset,” the water was a little lowers
but still no eotrance into the warkings wss pos-
sible. Then they shouted along the deserted
passages, calling esch ‘man by bis name, but
there was no arswer—the stillness was like that
of death. In a few minutes the party returned.
flying for life before the treacherous “ choke-
damp.” It was but just in time, for before
reaching the pit’s mouth the foul air had ex-
tinguished all the safety lampe, a clear proof
that another terrible sacrifice. had but carrowly
been averted.

Sudcenly, at three o’clock,
while s gloomy party were standing round the
pit's mouth, shivering in the ¢bill morning air,
listening to the never-ending clank of the
engine, there came’s voice as from the dead—a
feeble cry from the bottom of the shafi—a man’s
voice sppealing for belp, and ‘asking that * the
bowk” might be let down! Some of the suffer-
ers were yet alive ! The appeal wss ivstantly
answered—the watchers stepped into the ** skip,”
and went bold'y down into the black gulf be-
iow. Aguin inthe very moment of triampb,
their hopes were dashed : they were driven bsck
by the cboke-damp; There wss no choice but
to wait until a quantity of lime, thrown into the
shaft, bad abeorbed the fatal gas; and then the
searchers went down again,carrying wiih them o
raft, for the water still was too deep for wacing.
Pushing the raft through the. ofening detween
the water and The roof of the mine they came
upon two men, sitting upon a well of coal, just

all sound or knowledge of help, looking forward
each moment to a terrible death by buoger or
by flood : death embittered by the thought of
wives left desolate and children fatherless.
Terrible as it is—full of iotense pathos, s
wonderful record of untiring effort snd patient
endurance—the story is a very simple one ; and
now that we have the hurried narrative of the
survivors, it may be very briefly told. The
thirteen miners went down on Tuesday night
into the pit, two bundred yards deep, and part-
ed for their work, without the least forewarning
of danger. At half-past ten o'clock, they met
for supper, chatted awhile together, snd, the
meal over aud the ta'k done, separated once
more for their “stslle.” At one o’clock on
Wednesday morning, the man in charge of the
pumping engine at one of the two shafts at the
pit’s mouth noticed an upward rush of vapour
Sometbing was wrong below! At first it was
supposed to be fire. A couple of men‘got into
the “ ¢kip,” and were lowered to see what was
the matter. A few strckes of the engine, and
then there came a cry of * water "—the mine
was flooded. Bo high had the water risen in
the shaft that the surveying party were plunged
into it eleven feet decp, and were nearly
drowmed before the engine could be reversed to
draw them up.

The news of the calamity spread like light-
ning, and in 8 few minutes a dense crowd had
gathered round the pit, Lord Dudley’s sgents
being the centre of the excitel group. A naur-
ried consultation disclosed little chance of rescu-
ing the imprisoned men ; but there was Just one
ray of hope. The * workings” of the pit were
known to rise high towards the surface, and it
was possible that the men might have had time
to escape into these higher levele, above the
reach of the water. Once there, they might
possibly hold out until the pit could be pumped
clear, and en exploring party sent down with
means of belp. It wes but a chance, a faint
possibility, bardly to be accounted probable.—
Nevertheless, it was to be tried ; and so all the
resources of wealth and skill were set to work
at onoe ; backed by all the energy of shrewd
heads and willing hands—of men who knew
that upon each stroke depended & human life.—
Two measures were resolved upon—to pum
out the water, by the aid of three powerfu]
ecgines; and at the same time to drive s
* beading” or opening from an adjoining pit, in
the hope of getting into the upper workisgs ot
the flooded mine—the shafts of which were now
hopelessly barred by the rising water. Both
plans were commenced without delay; and,
with no ceesation day or night, the work was
continued—the miners boring and tunnelling
their way through the intervening space with
all the vigour of which bumsn limbs were
capable ; and the great engine doing its work
at topmost speed, pumping nine strokes a mi-
nute, and throwing out every hour well nigh
three bundred tons of water.

As the survivors and their saviours emerged
from the pit's moath, s sudden stillness, s of
choking emotion, fell upon the vast assembled
crowd ; and then a ringing cheer, repeated again
and agsin, weloomed back to daylight and to
safety the poor fellows who, without food and
light, had been improsoned four days beneath the
flood, and whose wan and stolid aspect, trembl-
ing steps, and * dazed” look, told with pathetic
eloquence of their terrible sufferings.

Half an hour later, three others were brdught
up ; and by thu time, the first of the party were
able to tell the-outline of their story. They bad
been surprised on Wednesday morning by the
bresking in of water from a disused pit. Rush-
ing at once to the foot of the shaft, they found
it flooded, and then—as bad been conjectured—
they retreated to the upper workings, the water
following them, and rising continuously, as near
a8 they could guess, for sixteen hours. Thes,
as the pumpiog engine did its work, the flood
began (o subside- Ay the water receded, the
imprisoned miners followed it, rather it would
seem from instinct than from hope. This move-
ment saved them. Crawliug with their moutbs
close to the water live, they got a little air, dash-
ed into the pit each time the bucket of the pump-
ing engine struck the water. By degrees the
water fulling, the sir became purer, and at last
they were able to get near enough to the abaft
for the strongest of them to make bis vaice
beard, in the despairingfcry for belp. Oae
ghastly story v.“oy bad to tell. Ashman, one of
the company, lost bis senses throughi teyror. Be-
coming raving mad, be stripped off bis clothes,
and rushed shrieking and cursing, away into the
black darkness; acd then his voice died away
into silence. Well it might ! for his body was
found, deep in the water, dead and cold. Poor
fellows ; ]l of them felt death very near. Oae
of them contrived to scrawl & little note, and con
trived to put it into his tobacco box, where it
was afterwards found. *“Dear wives we are sing-
ing and praying while we are dying.” Aad
then came a few scratches, meaning kisses for
the wives ard little children.

Even if these only had been saved, it would
bave been s grest mercy.  But there was better
yet in store. All Bunday night the crowd bung
like a shifting cloud round the pit’s mouth—ea-
ger, restless, unsatisfied, spell bound. There
were more men otill below, and they must be
rescued.

Epitor,—It will gratify your
readers to learn that the gracious revival wih
which we have been favoured, and which was
reported in a former communicstion, has contin-
ued to progress until it has assumed such dimen-
%ions as to be said by our aged members to be
the most extensive ome ever known in this
city. For four weeks specisl services were
conducted twice a dayin the Brunswick Street
Church, and from the first evening to the last

From three to
four hundred fishing veasels visit the coasts hepy
every year, while there are a grest number of
fishing stages owned by those who are residents
of the places This branch of business is anng.
elly increasing. Then in the second place it js
porsessed of the greatest number of natursl .
vantages to the farmer, of any part of the lslasd;
there being a soil of the best quality, abundance
of kel), mussel and black mud ; pleaty of lum.
ber, fire.wood, &:.

Our cause here is yet in a strugzling condition,
It bas now arrived at that s'age in which it
would be a great pity to abandon what has al
ready been obtained with so much toil and selfe
denial.

Denominational and State Systems
of Education.

The article on the * Catholic View of Pablic
Elucation in the Uaited States,” which origi-
nally appesred in the American Educational”
Monthly hes since been published in the Catholic
World. Information, which we have no reason
to doubt, attributes its authorahip to the editor
of the latter periodicsl, and we may aceept it a8
sn accredited exposition of Roman Catholie
opinion. Its positions are in the main these:
(1) That all education sheuld rest on the basis
of doctrine, the term * doctrine” being taken
to mean theology, as distinguished from ethios

tion can alone megt the requirements of thig

lic children cannot be safely educated in as
sociation with those of a different religious faith,
(4) That, therefore, it is but reasonable for

sppropriations for the support of their own
schools, ;

This plea for education by the S-ate of Romas
Catbolic children in denominational schools is
temperately written. It is plausib'e, and yet
both erroneous and dangerous. It does not,
bowever, tell the story of Roman Catholic prae-
tice where Romavism has ful) sway in the State,
of the denial of liberty of teaching, of the placing
of the entire system of public instruction under
the control of the priesthood—the evil from
which Austris has so recently set itself free—
and of the condemnation ot all education which
is not directed by * the Church” in the Eucyeli-
cal of the Pope. To rule supremely over the
human mind is the fundamental prisciple of the
Reman Catholic faith ; and this may safely be
sssumed to be mesnt, even though l:ss be ex-
pressed. :
The Su‘u bps, however, in America very
wisely solved the problem of public education,
by refusing to recognise the differences of theo-
logic opinion-ss they prevail among the churches.
[t bav placed the Bible upon the teachers’s desk,
t> be daily read. It has saactioned the use of the
universal prayer taught by Christ. The father-
hood of God, the mission of Jesus to the world,
the responsibility of every human creature to
the Allseeing One, the duty of love to our veigh-
bor, the necessity of purity of thought.'as well as
of outward propriety of conduct, are lessons
which cannot fail'to be conveyed by a daily
resding of the ingpired volume. And we sub-
mit that these will be more ¢ffective as lessons
for youth than the doctrine of the sacraments,
predestination and free-will, or the Divine au-
thority of the succesto-s of St. Peter, or the in-
vocation of saints, or purgatory. * Te read the
Bible,” says this Roman Catbolic writer, * with-
out note or comment, to young children, is to
aosndon them to dangerous speculation, or te
leave them dry and barren of all Cbristian know-
ledge.” We hold that to read the Bible thus is
to convey to the young child the ides of Christ,
to impress upon bis mind that imsge of purity
and all-loving tenderness which is in iteell am
invaluable possession.

In Eogland, the denominational system of
popular education has proved a failure. With
all the sid of government subsidies, the masses
of tbe people are still in & condition of pitifal
igoorance. We cited recently the totsl of Wes
leyan efforts in this field, and the confession of
their leading journal, that this active body of
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
