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THE BAST HAMILTON CANDI­
DATE.

If “work well begun le half done," 
the Liberals of East Hamilton have 
excellent reason to be content with 
the action of their nominating con­
vention. It was made „so plain at 
the first meeting on Friday even­
ing that Dr. Herbert S. Griffin wae 
the first choice of the party that it 
would have been a great disappoint­
ment, indeed, if he had been unable 
to comply with the wish of bis friands 
and neighbors to make him their 
candidate. The adjourned meeting 
last night wae large and enthusiastic. 
.The name of Dr. Griffin was received 
with applause, and when he ap­
peared upon the platform and an­
nounced hie acceptance of the nomi­
nation, he could not doubt that the 
men who cheered him would work 
hard to secure his election on May 
29th. Dr. Griffin is a man of fine 
presence and good education, suc­
cessful in his profession and respect­
ed by hid fellow citizens. He declared 
his faith in the Ross Government and 
his devotion to the Liberal party, 
and promised a clean, gentlemanly 
contest, so far as his example and 
advice could make it so.

Even before the formal nomination 
of the Conservative candidates, there 
has been a disposition on that side 
to ridicule the Liberals and to rep­
resent them as entering upon a hope­
less battle. Our friends cannot be 
deceived by that sort of tactics. The 
Liberals of Hamilton have had very 
little to complain of with regard to 
their fortune in Ontario politics. Out 
of the thirty-live years that Con­
federation has lasted, Hamilton has 
been represented in the Ontario Leg­
islature by Liberals for thirty-one 
years, and by Conservatives for four 
years. In Dominion politics, the ad­
vantage has been with the Conser­
vatives, they holding the seats in the 
House of Commons about twenty-one 
years to the Liberals' fourteen. This 
record does not go to prove that 
Hamilton is overwhelmingly or un­
alterably Conservative.

In every election something de­
pends upon the personality of the 
candidates, their relative popular­
ity, ability, reliability, etc. Much 
depends upon organization and hard 
work, proper oversight of the voters' 
lists, thorough canvass of the poll­
ing sub-divisions, perfect arrange­
ments for polling the vote. But the 
main question is whether the Gov­
ernment appealing to the people has 
act behaved as to deserve a . renewal 
of confidence, or whether a change 
would be advantageous In the general 
Interest. , • f >

Liberals point with, pride to the 
honest, progressive administration of 
the past thlrty-ona years, which has 
kept Ontario out of debt, whiler pro­
viding public Institutions, educa­
tional facilities and a body of laws 
which are the admiration of the 
other provinces. They do not believe, 
and they do not credit intelligent Con­
servatives with believing any of the 
fierce election accusations against 
the truthfulness, Integrity, patriot­
ism and purity of Premier Ross and 
hie colleagues in the Government. 
They are thankful that the business 
of Ontario has been managed on busi­
ness principles by business men. who 
have carefully husbanded the public 
resources, collecting such revenue 
from them as could be fairly de­
manded, while at the same time 
encouraging such development as 
would add to the general wealth 
while furnishing profitable employ­
ment to the working population. The 
Opposition has found little to criti­
cize, because the Government has 
done things right and has done them 
at the right time. Hamilton has noth­
ing to gain -from a change of Gov­
ernment at Toronto, and has reaped 
no advantage from having sent a 
couple of Opposition members to re­
present lier in the Legislature dur­
ing the last four years.

With a man like Dr. Griffin to 
carry their standard, and with a 
lender like Hon. G. iW. Itoss appealing 
to them on the record of his admin­
istration, the Liberals of East Ham­
ilton have every incentive to put 
forth their Iberrt efforts from now 
until election day, with fair ground 
fo-r hope that thedr work will be 
crowned with success. The cause and 
tile candidate are all right, but to 
make victory sure every Liberal elec­
tor should feel Ms own responsibil­
ity and act ae if th-e result depended 
upon Me individual exertion.

THE BUSINESS VIEW.
Speaking in North Toronto the 

other night, Mr. G. F. Marier, lor 
mer leader of the Opposition in the 
Ontario Legislature, said it was 
his conviction, on the strength of 
a legislative experience extending 
over sixteen years, that it was not 
good policy to send men to the 
local House from Toronto to wage 
a constant and factious opposition 
upon the Government in power. Af­
ter remarking that there was little 
or nothing upon which the two'par­
ties eOuld really be divided, he in 
qulred how Toronto could expect 
to get favors from the Administra­
tion when she was always abusing 
It ? He instanced the case of Ot­
tawa, which was receiving $460,000 
per year from the Dominion Gov­
ernment for the purpose only of 
(beautifying the city. He deplored 
the attacks made upon those whose 
business required them to aak con­
cessions from the Government. “ I 
repeat," he said, "that I ami sick and 
Sired and disgusted with hearing

these men constantly held up to 
the public ae highwaymen, common 
thieves and robbers."

These remarks are applicable to 
Hamilton in a degree. This city 
hae been pretty w/ett need by the 
Ontario Government, which deserves 
some better return than unquali­
fied abuse and factious opposition. 
Occasionally Hamilton has an are 
to grind, and in such circumstances 
ift is no detriment to have a friend 
at court. At all times, Hamilton 
has as much interest as any other 
part of the Province in good gov­
ernment-better government than 
she could expect to get from aman 
like Mr. Whiitney, whose political 
stock In trade appears to consist 
of slander and calumny.

A NEW NATIONAL POLICY.
It le not often that the Canadian 

people enjoy the spectacle of the 
public men of the country, represent­
ing all shades of opinion, agreeing 
entirely upon any question, and the 
same subject being discussed with 
unanimity by journals of every class, 
as hae been evidenced during the 
past few weeks in the agitation 
upon the subject of Canadian invest­
ments In United States securities. 
Public men In both, Dominion and 
Provincial politics have vied with each 
other, in Interviews published and 
upon pubLc platforms, in adviolng the 
Investment of Canadian funds in home 
companies, and declaring that the 
fruits of the preseut undeniably pros­
perous era should be engaged in 
building up the industries and enter­
prises of the Dominion. Events, of 
Ottawa, recently contained a strik­
ing article, strongly urging Cana­
dians to place their insurance with 
homo companies, so that the pre­
miums which they pay may remain in 
the country. According to a blue 
book recently Issued by the Depart­
ment of Finance at Ottawa, cash 
premiums amounting to $1,331,000 
.for fire insurance and $4,709,000 for 
life insurance were paid to United 
Scales companies by Canadians dur­
ing 1901. Added together, these two 
sums come to $6,040,000, every dollar 
of which, Events gays, went out of 
the country to the United States.

The blue book shows, Indeed, that 
out of a total Insurance of nearly 
$1,000,000,000 In the past quarter 
of a century the people of the United 
States have received .almost a third, 
and hare carried away during the 
same period premiums amounting to 
tiie grand total of $67,000,000, 
against $101,000,000 paid to the 
Canadian companies and $24,000,000 
to British. During 1901 six United 
Slates companies did a business of 
$107,000,000 In Canada.

It is contended that It would he 
a good national policy for Canadians 
to place their insurance in Canadian 
companies, and one of the corpora­
tions which has deservedly profited 
by this timely discussion has been 
the Canadian Casualty Company, to 
the formation of which many promi­
nent toen have not only given their 
public but also their financial sup 
port. The attitude which they have 
taken jmay not be entirely due to 
patriotism, for it has been believed 
for years that the future of another 
sound accident company in this coun 
try was exceptionally inviting and 
the dividends of the company begin­
ning its career under auspices so fa­
vorable, ^nust certainly be large. The 
Uanadlan Casualty Company is born 
of tlie present prosperity of the coun­
try p. prosperity which the continued 
development of the Dominion ought 
to maintain, ami that its shares are 
being so widely accepted and its fu 
tura so assured will be a source of 
congratulation to all Canadians. Mr. 
|G- p. Dinnick, of Toronto, is manager 
of the Canadian Casualty Company, 
and William Miller is its representa­
tive in Hamilton.

A foolish Tory organ says the Lib­
erals have always been against the 
young man. A little knowledge of 
history and respect for the intelli­
gence of its readers would have pre­
vented it from making such a state­
ment. The enlargement of the 
franchise lias been the work of the 
Liberals. In 1877 when the Gov­
ernment proposed to extend the fran­
chise to the sons of farmers who re­
mained at home and helped to work 
the farms, the Opposition led bv Hon. 
M. C. Cameron to a man opposed it. 
The young men were enfranchised 
against the solid Tory vote. And 
although the Opposition on several 
occasions since that time introduc­
ed crude resolutions intended as votes 
of want of confidence on the fran­
chise question, they have steadily 
made Jifht against the broadening 
of the suffrage. The young mao 
owes his voting privilege to the 
Liberals, and we do not think he will 
bo easily hoodwinked.

This little paragraph from the Wo­
man's Home Companion may have 
some Interest for the Buffalo Express, 
which feels so keenly for the poor 
abused masquerading Boers :

Just at Lliis time, whan the Brit­
ish generals are charging tlie Boers 
witli wearing the captured uniforms 
of British soldiers contrary to the 
laws of war, it is interesting to re­
call one of Stonewall Jackson's edicts 
on this same matter. He ordered 
that any soldier of Iris found wearing 
a ‘Northern uniform, even to cover 
his nakedness, should be instantly 
shot. The incident shows the in­
herent fairness of the man.

Having made a fool of himself by 
denouncing one of the pulp conces­
sions ae a "fraud," “steal," "out­
rage," etc., Mr. Whitney led his party 
to consent to six others, yet he now 
pretends to think the one he op­
posed is a grand thing for Ontario, 
and the other six which he did not 
oppose are “shameful," Isn't he a 
funny fellow l
