AIMED AT JAPS.
Bills Now Before the Legislature 

of California.

Sell Your Old Furniture

Japs Will Spend Considerable Money 
Fighting the Measures.

Sacramento, Cal., .Ian. 13.—The three 
bills pending before the California House 
which have excited adverse comment in 
the press of Japan were drafted, by As­
semblyman Johnson. No action has yet 
been taken on the bills, but Johnson, 
who is floor leader of the- Republicans 
in the House, will make a strong fight 
for their passage.

The first prohibits aliens becoming 
members of corporations, the second 
inserts the word “Japanese” in the law- 
regarding the segregation of Oriental 
school children. The statute now in 
force segregates Mongolians, but as the 
Japanese claim that they do not come 
under that classification they were spe­
cifics My mentioned. The third bill per­
mits municipalities to segregate "aliens 
whose presence may lx1 inimical to the 
health and public morals” of the com­
munity. Another bill introduced by As­
semblyman A. M. Drew prohibits aliéné 
from holding land in the State.

Discussing the measures to-day Mr. 
Johnson said: “I regard the presence of 
Japanese as more dangerous a hundred­
fold them that of Chinese. In our 
schools Japanese youths of sixteen or 
eighteen years of age should not l>e per­
mitted to sit iieside our own children. 
They are a menace to the girlhood of 
the State. 1 am not prompted by the 
Asiatic League or any other organiza­
tion or person in presenting my me as-

How to Shoot With a Revolver.
To begin sighting along the barrel of 

a six-shooter, as in target gallery prac­
tice. is a handicap to the man who wants 
to learn the art at its best. The hand 
and eye, of course, work together with 
all weapons and in all combats; but 
there is a difference between the eye- 
general and the ey-e-particular. The 
best form of boxing or fencing- that is 
wliat the use of the six-shooter means. 
You point your fist or your foil by in­
stinct. You cannot help pointing your 
finger directly ami straight at any ob­
ject. no matter how hard you try. Yet 
surely you do not sight down your fin­
ger! In the best work with the six- 
shooter, you point with the barrel just 
as you point with your finger; or really, 
you point with your wrist and forearm, 
and the six-shooter is the finger of your 
wrist, the lengthening of your arm. 
That is the theory and creed of the six- 
shooter.—Emerson Hough in The Outing 
Magazine for January.

True Shooting Feats With a Revolver.
What are one’s limitations with a six- 

shooter? Ought one to hit a man acmes 
a. room, a small room, a very little 
room, with it? Yes, of course; but in 
all likelihood one would not. The ques­
tion of what a gun will do under stress 
of danger is something not to be an­
swered by any one. Of course, it will 
do most in the hands of a cool and skil­
ful man. I have seen Jim Nabours, 
foreman erf the Carrizozo ranch in New 
Mexico, bring in an antelope which he 
had killed with his six-shooter at a dis­
tance of over one hundred yards, al­
though he told me he dismounted and 
took sight across his saddle. I recently 
was with Pat Garrett, the well-known 
New Mexican sheriff, for several weeks 
Kt the plains and in the mountains, and 

| Garrett is the best revolver shot T ever 
saw. admitted to be perhaps the best 
ever known in the Southwest. In our 
little impromptu matches, he never 
frighted with the gun. but fired with 
his hand in any position, rarely higher 
than hip or wrist. He said that he was 
used formerly to killing rabbits in this 
way. simply throwing down without 
sighting, as he rode along, perhaps at 

, ten or fifteen yards* distante, or at 
I times more. 1 never saw him sight a 
! gun carefully, and he barely brought it 

Un to the level of the eye. He could 
hit a tin ran at ten or fifteen steps, or 
cut close to a two inch bull's-eye at 
similar distances. We made no records 
and did not try for any. But what 
could an expert do if' he was at the 
greatest pains to l>e accurate, if he tried 
his lw*t? This 1 asked of Barrett, l»e- 
cause I thought he could ans\%»r. and 
conclusively, a much-mooted question. 
His answer ought to be held as final.. 
although very possibly it would not be 
accepted as such, at least by those who 

| Iwlieve in shooting out eyes at one hun­
dred paces.

"1 am as good a revolver shot as I 
I wer saw.** said Garrett- “I do not 
boast of that, but simply say it is true 
so far as 1 know. 1 have never been 
beaten in a revolver match, ami 1 have 
alwavs felt that no man was'.iny master 
with the six-shooter. (He was never 
defeated in an encounter with this 
weapon.) “N'ow. here is ^ what T call 
{rood shooting,” he I^umed. "Make a 
Mack spot just the s*ze of a silver dol­
lar. If you can hit that twice out of 
five shot's, at fifteen to twenty steps 
thirty to forty-five feet -with the forty- 
four* or forty-five gun. then you are 
shooting mighty well. I would call that 
very £ood shooting for myself, if 1 took 
careful sight and did my best."- From
