A PARTICULARLY FLAGERANT CASE

of this kind of injustice is that which has
transpired on the Estcourt estate, Mr. G
Sotneren Estconrt, M. P. for Wiltsnire, is one
of the best-known and most respected land-
lords in England. One of his farms in York-
shire had been in .the oceupation of the
Garrick family for * several generations.
Towards the ciose of last year My, Garrick
died, - leaving a’ widow to succeed
him, Mr. Meek, the landlord's agent, some
time ago sent ademand to the widow to sur-
render the estate. His notice contained the
following statement :—*‘“For the deceased
tenant, personally, we have always had a
very great réspect, but it -has been a rule
from time immemorial that widows should not
be continued as tenants on the Estcourt
estate, and that is the only ground for sever-
ing the tenancy in the present instance,”
Mrs, Garrick intended to

SUBMIT TO THE INJUSTICE,

and requested permission, under the Agricul-
tural Holdings Act, to remove or sell the
manure, hay, straw, and other increments
rightfully belonging to the tenancy. This
was refused upon the ground that all the
tenants had been notified that the
Act would not be applied o the
estate. The widow refused to accept
this decision and secured an arbitrafion com-
mittee. The arbitrators have nbt rendered a
decision yet.. The suffragists have taken up
the subject, and assert that this is but one of
thousands of  similar cases, and that it is a
fact that in England it bas been a custom
from time immemorial that large estates like
that of Mr. Estcourt’s have been administer-
ed on the principle that

WIDOWS MUST BE EJECTED

ther deprived of the property which their
hus s had accumulated on the land. The
Meek’s decision will be xunﬁod for the pur-

e of getting a legal precedent. The suf-
rosgmu assert that the reason why widows
are deprived of their farms is that they can-
not-support the politice of their landlords by
votes, and contend that it will be impossible
to secure justice for women _in Engldnd untii
they are accorded political equality with men,

Death of a Maine Man at the age of 110,
