HE SLEEPETH WELL.

Death of Goodridge Bliss Roborts of
This City.

It is with deep regret that we chronicle
the death at Wolfville, N. 8,, on Thurs-
day last, the 4th inst., of Goodridge Bliss
Roberts, second son of the Rev. G. G.
Roberts, rector of this city. The young
man who was a universal favorite, had
reached the age of twenty-two. Rev. Mr.
and Mrs. Roberts went to Wolfville to see
him, but were not in time to see him alive.
The body was brought home and will be
interred from the rectory to-morrow after-
noon at 2.30 o’clock.

Deceased was born at Sackville and was
a young man of much promise. He was
educated at Windsor college, N. 8., where
he took his degree. Having chosen the
ministry as the sphere of his life work, he

was undergoing a theological training with

the intention of being ordained next win-
ter, when a lite which gave token of beinga
benefit to humanity closed by death. A wide
circle of friends and acquaintances in this
and the sister province offer their condol-
ences to the family so suddenly and deeply
bereft. His loss is greatly felt in Frederic-
ton where he was much esteemed.

He preached on Sunday last,and appeared
to be strong and robust, but fell a victim to
la grippe. His writings both prose and
poetry gave token that he would if spared
have been a worthy emulator of !.is illustri-
ous brother.

He had several literary articles for the
press completed, one of which is now in
the hands of the editor of the Dominion Il-
lustrated, the others will also appear.  With
Douglas Sladen he was co-editorin the work
known as Younger American poets, looking
especially after the section connected with
Canadian thought; published by Cassell
& Co., London.

He went to Sackville on Saturday, attend-
ed service as noted above and was able to
be about on Monday. Professor Roberts of
King's college was notified of his illness,
and reached his bedside on Wednesday
morning. His death occurred at Acadia
villa, the residence of §. Prat, ‘Lv_bg\se

daughter he was to have married, and who'

American Enaterprise.

American enterpriseand push are making
quite a change in the appearance of affairs
in the Keswick valley. The firm of Bennet,
Gilpatrick, Lawrence & Co. will expend
about $80,000 in that section for lumber and
bark. There will be two million feet of
lumber hauled, about fwenty four hundred
cords of bark and one million last blocks.
About seventy men are employed and cash
is paid. Of the last blocks some fifty car-
loads will be shipped green the remainder
will be held till seasoned. The lands owned
by the firm consist of seventy thousand
acres, well wooded and near a market. The
lumber is hauled to Lewis Brewer's mill
Wwhere it 18 sawn into specified sizes and
shipped to American markets. no
stream driving to do which is a great saving
in itself. 'The firm have no trouble in dis-
posing of their manufacture as they cut for
a certain market and provide a certain class
of goods that our other mills have not as
yet provided. Hemlock logs that a few years
since would have been allowed to rot in the
woods are now a means of bringing into
that part of the county a revenue. There
are hundreds of chances for lumber manu-
facture just as good if the right men should
step in and develop them.

There Was No Robbery.

Enquiries made at the scene of the
accident where the late Mr. Gilman was
killed on the C. P. R., prove conclusively
that there was no attempt at robbery, and
that had any one been so inclined there was
neither opportunity nor time for such a
deed. Reliable men whose word can not be
disputed say that when they came to where
the body was lying the garments had not
been disturbed, the newly fallen snow
showed no trace of the hand of the robber.
Everything proves that far from injuring
the property of the dead, the only wish of
the people was to learn the name and to care
for the remains till put into the hands of
the proper persons. The people of the vil-
lage are indignant at the insult given them,
but feel assured that it is only the malicious
and unjust that accuse them.

‘Word was received here Wednesday from
a gentleman in Bangor well acquainted with
the late Mr. Gilman’s affairs, who says that
Mr. Gilman only had $20 in his wallet when
he left Bangor. It was very unfair for a
certain local paper to impute robbery of a
pocket book, which was not proved to be
in existence by any one. It had the effect
of setting one neighbor watching or looking
with suspicion on his fellow neighbors.

Fiendish Attempt.

The Chatham World says: Some ruffian
made a fiendish attempt to injure or kill
Rev. Thos. Marshall or some member of his
family on Monday night, by hurling a
quart bottle full of water through the sit-
ting room window with great force. It was
about 10.30, and Mr. Marshall had just left
the room, when the dangerous missile was
thrown. Itsmashed the thick glass of the
outside and inside windows, scattering them
over the room in a thousand fragments,tore
through and tore down a lace curtain and a
linen shade, and struck the back of Mrs.
Marshall’s chair so forcibly as to break the
bottles and indent the wood. The flood of
electric light which the fallen curtains al-
lowed to shine on the sidewalk scared the
miscreant, and he dropped another mur-
derous .weapon of the same kind—a
whiskey bottle filled with water —and ran
away. Mr. or Mrs. Marshall, or one of the
children, might have been seriously injured
or killed by the bottle and the broken glass
it carried with it.

New Mills,

The Sanson Bros’. new mill at Greenhill,
Stanley, started up this week, sawing
shingles. The mill is a large one and has
room enough for four or five machines, but
at present only two will be used. These
are Dunbars, manufactured by McFarlane,
Thompson & Anderson, of this city. The
engine is a heavy one, the boiler being of
60 h. p. It is intended, that should the
business require it, another boiler will be
put in. The output will be hauled to Cross
Creek station on the C. E. R. For local
trade boards and lumber of all dimensions
will be sawn, a neat rotary being put in
position for this work. The proprietors are
to be commended on their enterprise.

Hay’s mill, at Williamsburg, Stanley, is
turning out a big lot of shingles. The mill
though small, has a first class engine and
turns out work at a rapid rate. These two
mills keep the parish well stocked- with
sawn lumber of all kinds, besides shipping
a fair amount to points along the C. E. R.
