Many of the houses bave balconies at
their second stories overhanging the
narrow streots darkening and shadowing
thew in anythiog but a healthy manner.

There is a sea wall extending for one
mile in front of the town, and connects
the fort battery with the barracks. Both
tke wall and fort are constructed with
the stone used in the old city baildings,
and is quarried from an island opposite
the city. The wall is coped by a granite
oceping 4 feet wide making a very pleas
anb ade,

Fort Marion stands at the north east
end of the town and commands the inlet
from the sea. Itis the oldest fortifica
tion on this Western Continent. 1t was
ocommenced in 1520. It was built by
the labor of conscrip Indians and finish-
e1in1750. 1t has accommodation for
1,000 men and 100 guns. The Indians
were compelled to do the work. Over
the entrance to the tort is the Spanish
coat of arms, while from the fort square
ia the entrance to damp and dismal'cells.
We visited the north castern dungeon
where we discovered some skeletons that
had lsin there for many years. We had
to pass through two small’ holes, upon
our hands lnﬁ knees befote we reached
the inner cell or dangeon,s most difficult
task, and to obtain as dismal a sight
The fort, walls and watch towers remain
intact, but most of the guns are dis
mounted and the moat is dry. At pres
ent about 60 Indians are within this anti
quated stracture prisoners, brought here

rom Fort 8ill and Cheyenne agency on
sccount of their depredations. They
guard themselves and appear to be hap-
Py, no doubt preferring their present
quarters to their f om. They em-
ploy themselves in constructing bows
and arrows, polishing sea beans, all of
which they offer for sale to yisitors.
I'he city gate stands at the north end of
the city ; the only relic of a town wall
suppused to have surrounded the city,
The lofty tawers, loop holes, and sentry
boxes are well prererved,

In the centre of the town is the Plaza
do la Constitution. It is surrounded by
a fonce with seats. Nearly in the centre
of this square stands the monument 20
fo?l. hi¥h. ereoted in 1812 in commemor
ationof the Spanish Liberal Constitution
The old governor's residence still stands
although grestly altered and remodelled
It now serves for post office, county
clerk's oftice, public library and school.
The appearauce of the whole city in its
