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Germans Hope to Win
Their Battles Through the . ,Use of 

Their Laboratories.—One Expert 
Says, Rather than see Empire De­
feated, Cholera Germs would be 
Used to Destroy the Rest of the 
Empire.
London, June 28.—The Daily Mail's 

correspondent at Rotterdam sends an 
interesting story of German plans and 
German surprises:

“Talking to a young German chem­
ist the other dày I asked him why he 
was not at the front. ‘There are no 
chemists in the firing line,’ he replied. 
‘One chemist is worth more than a 
battalion of soldiers to the fatherland. 
At that time I thought he was refer­
ring to the preparation of drugs for 
the hospitals, but when I heard of 
the German use of poisonous gas I 
realized what he meant. The same 
man declared, 'sooner than Germany 
should be wiped out as a nation, we 
would destroy Europe. We would not 
hesitate to let loose cholera bacilli on 
the armies of our enemies.’

"The German army will continue to 
use poisonous gas, when conditions 
permit, is fully established, but it is 
not generally known that German 
chemists are experimenting with 
hopes of swift success on a new ex­
plosive more deadly than lyddite. 
This explosive, when perfected, wiil 
be used in their big howitzers, and it 
is confidently predicted that neither 
trench nor fort will stand against it. 
Germans are hoping to win their bat­
tles in their laboratories, and they 
are putting their trust more in the 
genius of their scientists than in the 
skill of their generals and the valor 
of their troops. New machine guns, 
not much heavier than rifles, and as 
easily fired, improved ‘catapults' for 
throwing bombs into trenches, more 
brilliant star shells for use in night 
attack, are among other German sur­
prises to be developed during the 
summer campaign.”

Germany continues to build sub­
marines. Within the last three or 
four months twelve have been con­
structed at the Hoboken works at 
Antwerp. These, however, are not 
the large 5.000 mile radius boats 
which threaten our great liners, but 
they are very dangerous to our mer­
chantmen in the North Sea. The new 
giant submarines which are Ger­
many’s particular pride and boast, are 
able to discharge torpedoes fore and 
aft, even when awash. Their system 
of air storage is remarkably ingen­
ious, and their speed is something 
like eighteen knots. If, and when 
the German grand fleet comes out to 
fight, it will be guarded by a crinoline 
of submarines.

SENTENCED TO DIE.

London, July 2.—A verdict of guilty 
was brought in by the Jury yester­
day in the case of George Joseph - 
Smith, who was charged with the 
murder of three of his wives. It had 
been alleged by the Crown that Smith 
had killed his wives while they were 
in their baths, and had collected 
insurance money on their lives.

Smith was sentenced to death.
“You will hang me before you’re 

done, my Lord,” was Smith’s excit­
ed outburst while Justice Scrutton 
was summing up the case.

The prisoner quickly followed this 
with: 'You cannot hang me for mur­
der! I've done no murder! This is a 
disgrace to a Christian country.”

Smith’s first explosive utterance 
voiced the general impression in the 
crowded Court room as Justice Scrut­
ton presented the Court’s estimate of 
facts for and against the prisoner. 
The Judge told the jury that while no 
direct evidence connecting Smith with 
the murder of Beatrice Mundy, one of 
the three wives, with the murder of 
whom he was specifically charged, 
there was seldom anything but cir­
cumstantial evidence in cases of 
cold-blodded, calculated murder.

The jury, continued the Court, 
must consider if Smith had oppor­
tunity and motive. There was no 
doubt that he had opportunity, and 
if he gained by the woman’s death the 
jury could see the motive. Even then, 
continued the Judge, the jury might 
not be sure whether the deaths were 
accidental or designed, but if it were 
found that an accident which bene­
fited the prisoner happened a number 
of times they could draw a strong in­
ference that so many accidents bene­
fiting him could not happen unless 
by design.
